10 Reasons why Jesus Could Come Back Today.

Rev.22:12-20.  Pray.

There are several things in this passage of scripture, which thrill our soul.  Bible believers and God’s people down through time have always looked for and longed for the coming of the Lord.   In Old Testament times, the Jews always anticipated that the Redeemer might be born of the seed of Abraham at any moment.  We see in scripture how that was the hope of God’s elect in that age.  This was so also at the time of the birth of Christ.  God had a people who were looking for Him to come at that time too.  This is how it is also in this present age.  Many of us are looking for Christ to come back again at any moment.  As always, there are those that scoff at the idea that the Lord could come today and they are constantly looking for ways to belittle the doctrine of the immanent return of Christ and urge us to look for something else to happen first.  If you have been troubled by this, I hope to comfort you with scripture today by giving you “10 Reasons Why Jesus Could Come Back Today.”  Let us consider in the beginning that there are many Bible reasons why the Lord should come and because of that, it is likely that He could and we may be encouraged to believe it right now just as God’s people have always believed it.  
He Could because the O.T. says He should.  Gen.3:15, Isa.9:6&7.
1. Many O.T. prophecies were not fulfilled at the 1st advent of Christ.  Satan did indeed bruise the heel of Christ at Calvary but Christ shall crush Satan in the end but the heart of the promise is the coming of the Lord.  
2. As sure as the 1st advent prophecies were fulfilled, so shall all the others be fulfilled at the sudden and abrupt end of this age when He comes quickly.  

He Could because He Himself said He should.  Jn.14:1-3.  

1. Christ often referred to His 2nd coming in the N.T. as the thing to anticipate.  

2. Matt.24:44, 25:10, Lk.12:37-40.
He Could because the Holy Spirit says He should in all scripture.  2Tim.3:16.

1. Paul, Heb.9:28.
2. James, James 5:7-8.

3. Peter, 1Pet.5:4. 

4. John, 1Jn.3:2.  

He Could because the cross says He should.  Ps.22:26.
1. The dogs did their deed at Calvary v.16-18.

2. But He is coming back and we are to seek HIM.  V.25-28. 

He Could because Israel says He should.  Dt.26:18-19.

1. In this age, they are blinded but they shall be born anew soon.

2. Then they shall again see the King in His glory. Isa.33:17, 20-22.
He Could because, believe it or not, Satan says He should.  
1. Satan is anti-Christ in name - Jn.14:30. (Prince of the world)

2. Satan is anti-God in name – 2Cor.4:4.  (God of this world) 
3. Satan has no right to these names. His very presence says Jesus should come back today and set things right.  It all begins with Christ’s immanent return. 

He Could because the unsaved world says He should.  (although they do not know it)

1. All mortal men on this globe long for someone to fix the mess we’ve made.

2. They want someone to solve the energy crisis. Christ is all powerful. Rev.1:8
3. They want someone with medical cures.  The Great Physician. Matt.12:15
4. They want someone to cure the famines.  The Bread of Life. Matt.14:40 

5. Little do they know – the one they need is the one they despise and reject.

He Could because Creation says He should.  Rom.8:18-22.

1. Creation longs for the pre-fall conditions in Eden again and Christ’s return.

2. Jer.12:4.  Nature cries out for the return of the Lord as quickly as possible.  

He Could because the dead in Christ say He should.  1Thess.4:13-18. 1Cor.15:42-44.
1. All the dead in Christ are ready for the 1st resurrection. Rev.20:6.  
2. All the martyred Saints are ready for it.  Rev.6:9-10.

He Could because any saved person in their right mind says He should.  Rev.22:20. 
1. We are to pray every day – Thy Kingdom come. Matt.6:9-11.

2. It is a blessed hope to know He could come today.  Tit.2:13.

3. The elect Bride within the elect family of God are eager for His return. Matt.25:1-6.  
Conclusion:  The doctrine of the coming of the Lord is a special comfort to the elect of God.  The thought that He could come at any moment is the essence of biblical hope.  It is an assurance that He who does all things well shall surely meet with His people and bless them in every way according to His good pleasure in the sovereign will and eternal purpose of God.   He is more likely to do what should be done than to not do it and so - we are to be encouraged that He could come today.  That being said, what would it mean to you if He were to suddenly come today with the shout of an archangel?  The most important question you must have settled is - are you ready?  The highest priority of readiness, when it comes to the return of the Lord, is SALVATION.  If this is not settled for you, we call you now to repent and we urge you to, by faith, receive the Lord Jesus Christ as your personal Saviour.  AMEN.  3-79, 12-79, 6-85, 2-13.
