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Ps.119:154.  Pray.
The Psalms are a good place to go when the child of God needs to be renewed in faith and revived.  In our text, the Psalmist is pleading for the Covenant keeping Jehovah to be his advocate, his redeemer, refuge and protector from the avenger of death and to be his life giver, sustainer and reviver.  Early in this series of sermons on revival we learned that the Hebrew word khaw-yah’ translated quicken here is also translated revive in other verses.  When the child of God comes to Him asking for kha-yah’  - it is NOT that we need to be born again.  The new birth is a once for all experience.  If you have experienced the regeneration power of God in hearing the good news of Christ, you are saved by the grace of God and there is no way that can ever happen again. You might say, “But preacher, I don’t feel saved.”  Salvation is not a thing you feel your way into and neither is revival.  Salvation is something God does for you in spite of yourself.  Certainly, you must repent and believe but those are gifts given to you by God’s grace.  Revival works much the same way.  You must humble yourself, pray, seek the presence of God and turn from your wicked ways but it is all a gift of God’s grace and mercy. I want to close this series of sermons on Revival with an acrostic sermon using the word REVIVAL.  That means there must be seven points in the sermon, one point for each letter in the word.  We will keep the points brief.  
1. The R of Revival stands for Repentant Grace.

A.  2Chron.7:14, Ps.80:19, Lam.5:21, Acts 5:31, 11:18. 
2. The E of Revival stands for Elective Grace.

A.  Dt.7:6-9, 1Chron.16:11-14, Ps.33:12, Mk.13:20, Acts 9:15, Eph.1:4.
3. The V of Revival stands for Vicarious Grace.  (Substitution) 
A.  Isa.53:4-6, Matt.26:28, 2Cor.5:21, Col.1:14,28, Heb.9:12, 13:12. 
4. The I  of Revival stands for Irresistible Grace.  (Effectual)
A.  Isa.46:10, Dan.4:35, Ps.110:3, 1Thess.2:13.
5. The V of Revival stands for Victorious Grace.

A.  Ps.98:1, Isa.25:8, 1Cor.15:54-57. 1Jn.5:4. 
6. The A of Revival stands for Atoning Grace.

A.  Ex.29:33, Lev.1:4, Rom.5:11, Eph.2:13, Heb.10:19, Rev.12:11.
7. The L of Revival stands for Lasting Grace.  

A.  Jn.3:15-16, 6:54, 68, 10:28, 17:2.
Conclusion:  A Prayer for Revival by CH Spurgeon.

You and I do not always estimate things aright. Preaching is only the stalk; conversion, prayer, praise,--these are the full corn in the golden ear. In the garden, the leaves may represent the work that is done; but the flowers are the praise that is rendered. In a revival, part of the result is the conversion of men, but the result is the praise of God; and that revival brings forth most fruit that gives to God the most glory. I reckon that we have served God when we have fed the poor, when we have taught the ignorant, when we have reclaimed the wanderer; but I am equally sure that we have rendered acceptable sacrifice when we have prayed to God, when we have delighted ourselves in Him, when the joy of our heart has in silence exhaled towards Him. So, therefore, if God will be pleased to send a revival, His people will rejoice in Him because they are revived. They will be thankful that their spirits are plucked away from their languor and lethargy; and then they will begin to rejoice with the joy of gratitude because God has done such great things for them; and then sinners will be converted, and straightway saints will rejoice over sinners saved...a child of God should rise above circumstances, and rejoice in God. There is more in God to cheer you than in your circumstances to depress you.
