 Christ and the 1st Commandment

Exod 20:3  Thou shalt have no other gods before me. (KJV)
Let us think for a moment about the 1st Commandment and its relationship to Jesus of Nazareth. We believe that Jesus is the Eternal Son of God and that He is the ultimate fulfillment of the Law of God.  Certainly He would not be guilty of transgressing the 1st of the 10 Commandments nor any of the other ones for that matter.  He came as the virgin born Saviour to redeem His people from the curse of the law.  He is actually the author of the Law of God, being God Himself. 2.  There are times when the error of false religions creep into the Lord’s true churches.


3.  The meek and lowly Jesus is also the Mighty Son that Judges all transgression.

4.  Christ’s redemption is apprehended by grace through repentance and faith.
