2. The Mount of Olives
Zech.14:1-5.  Pray.

One of the most visited spots in Israel is the Mount of Olives on the East side of Jerusalem.  Many pictures have been taken of the City of Jerusalem from this vantage point.  It is a spectacular scene looking down across the Kidron Valley at the Eastern Gate, also called the golden gate of mercy.  At 2,641 feet above sea level, people gaze with awe at the old walls of ancient Jerusalem.  The Mount of Olives is actually 318 feet higher than the Temple Mount.  Many Biblical events took place on the Mount of Olives and that always makes it a popular place for pilgrims and tourists from all over the world to visit. 
David Fled the Rebellion of His Son Absalem here.  2Sam.15:20-34.
David received needed supplies from Ziba the servant of Mephibosheth, the son of Jonathan here. 2Sam.16:1-2.  

The Shekinah Glory of God was seen in a vision by the Prophet Ezekiel here.  God’s Glory  left the Temple and went out the Eastern Gate across Kidron and up the Mount of Olives and then on to Chaldea and to  heaven.  Ezekiel 10:1 to 11:25.
Jesus entered Jerusalem from this place the week before His crucifixion. Matt.21:1-11.  

Jesus taught the Olivet Discourse here Matt. Chapters 24 and 25.  

This is where they went after the Lord instituted the Lord’s Supper and where Jesus spent the night the last week of His life while ministering in the Temple during the day.  Matt.26:30.  Lk.21:37.  
It is here that Jesus ascended into heaven after His death, burial and resurrection. 

Acts 1:9-14.

CONCLUSION:  According to our initial text in Zech.14:1-5, this is where Jesus will set His foot down on this earth again at His second coming.  At the end of the tribulation He will establish His millennial reign on this earth with us.  Rev.19:11-16.  AMEN.
