In Case You Forgot
Deut.9:7.  Pray
The title of the sermon today is “In Case You Forgot”.  I hope the text jogged your memory about what we discussed last time; “The Problem of Forgetfulness”.  Pastor got a little passionate about some things in point one and part of point two and we ran out of time.  Moving on, we can all relate to the nuisances of our petty forgetfulness but the thing that should concern us is our forgetfulness regarding spiritual things.  Israel is always a good biblical example.  We are often amazed at how they could so easily forget what God had done for them.  Then again, we must confess that we are just like them in many, many ways.  National Forgetfulness is a terrible thing.  Ps.9:17.  Ecclesiastical Forgetfulness is also a terrible tragedy. Rev.2:5.  We were talking about this last time.
I. Ecclesiastical Forgetfulness.
1. God’s House is the ONLY Institution for true worship.  Josh.22:29. 

2. Some forget that they cannot usurp God’s house.  2Chron.26:14-18.  

3. False teachers want us to forget the truth.  Jer.23:26-35.  

4. Christ’s N.T. assembly is the only true way to serve today.  Matt.16:18.

5. True Congregations need to remember to stay true.  Eph.3:21, 1Tim.3:15. 

6. Congregations need to remember and stand in the truth.  Acts 20:29-32.  

II. Personal Forgetfulness. 
1. Nations and Religions that forget God are in trouble, but what about YOU?  Judges.3:7, Prov.3:1, 2Tim.2:8-10, Eph.2:11-13.  

2. The gospel must be remembered.  Lk.24:6-8,

3. The ordinances must be remembered.  They help us to remember things correctly and as always, there is Godly order.

A. After salvation comes baptism.  Believers only may be immersed and that only by proper authority.  Matt.28:18-20. 

B. After baptism comes the Lord’s Supper.  Lk.22:17-20. 

CONCLUSION:  Certainly we long to see our nation turn back to God.  What a blessing it would be if the true congregations in our land would begin to grow and prosper spiritually again as they did when the principles of God’s word were held up as that which is the right way.  But for here and now, our prayer is that the unsaved hearing this word might be granted eyes to see with and ears to hear with and grace to repent and believe the glorious gospel of God’s saving grace in Christ alone.
