Worthy Is The Lamb
Rev. 5:1.  Pray

The Beloved Apostle writes to us about what he sees as he takes part in the scene known to Bible scholars as “The Rapture.”  He was told by Christ to write these things and then literally experienced the coming event in the spirit as he was commanded to “Come up hither.”  The heavenly scene is a glorious scene indeed and this chapter is one of the most glorious chapters in the Bible.  In chapter five the seven sealed book is introduced that is the title deed to a redeemed earth.  Notice three things.
I. THE BOOK OF DESTINY.  Rev. 5:1. 
1. The creator is on His throne surrounded by the redeemed men of the ages past and the earth is left spiraling downward spiritually as the salt of the earth has been removed by the resurrection and rapture.  But her final redemption is yet to come.  Lk.21:28. Eph.1:13-14. 
2. The earth belongs to God and we are His stewards in it.  Ps.24:1-2.
3. We lost control of the earth in the fall and Satan usurped control as “the god of this world”.  2Cor.4:4. But we have a kinsman redeemer that brings it all back to where it should be in God’s sight.  Lk.1:68-72. Rom.5:14-15. 
4. This is pictured in TYPE by Israel.  Lev.25:23-25.  Ruth 3:12-13. 1Pet.1:18-20.  

II. WHOSE WORLD IS THIS?  Rev. 5:2-7.
1. This is God’s world and the Lamb has paid the price of redemption for it and He alone has the right to open the seals of the title deed as Kinsman Redeemer.  Ps.2:6-8.  Rom.3:10, 23. Eph.1:3-7.  
2. John wept when at first none was found to open the book but a fellow redeemed Elder said the Lion of the tribe of Judah can do it.  Gen.49:9-10. 
3. Christ is not only the son of man; He is the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Creator and Offspring of David, who prevails to open the book. Rev.22:16, Ezk.21:25-27.  
4. As John’s tears dried he turned to see the Lion and there stood The Lamb.  The terms Lion and Lamb are surely symbolic terms for certain aspects of Christ.  He is King of the universe but it was as The Lamb that He purchased our redemption and must open the book.  Eph.1:13-14, 1Pet.1:18-20.  Seven horns and seven eyes represent the omnipotence and omniscience of Christ.  
5. As the slain but living Lamb, Christ will take the title deed to earth as our Redeemer, the only one who could possibly meet all the qualifications.  God does not call or ordain the unqualified.  Dan.7:13-14.  
III. WHEN THE ANGELS SING WITH GLORIFIED SAINTS.  Rev. 5:8-14.
1. The twenty four Elders have harps and the billions of redeemed saints sing with them to the praise of the Lamb and even the angelic creatures join in the anthem of praise.  Angels love to be in the worship services of the redeemed.  1Pet.1:12.  Angels sang at creation and at the birth of Christ.  Job 38:4-7, Lk.2:13-14. 
2. Prayer is one of the ways that we exalt the Lord.  Prayer is often described 
as incense.  Ps.141:2, Ex.30:8, Heb.13:15.  Jesus taught us to pray “Thy will be done on earth as in heaven” and those prayers shall ultimately be fulfilled after this heavenly scene.  Lk.11:2, Jn.14:14.  
3. Three times in Revelation believers are described as Kings and Priests.  Rev.1:6, 5:10 and 20:6.  This is a reference to the Millennium and a reward for glorified saints.  We shall perform our kingly and priestly duties with Christ over the mortal sheep nations that enter the kingdom.  Lk.19:17, Matt.25:31-34.  The offspring of these sheep nations will still need salvation and in the end, those not saved will follow one final rebellion by Satan against God.  More about that later.  
4. An innumerable number of blood washed saints along with myriads times myriads of angels now give a sevenfold doxology to Christ.  He has: 
A. Power – Matt.6:13.
B. Riches – Philippians 4:19.

C. Wisdom – 1Cor.3:19.

D. Strength – Mk.12:30. 

E. Honor – Heb.2:9. 

F. Glory – 1Pet.4:11.

G. Blessing – Rom.15:29.  

5.  All Creation gives praise to Christ the Creator, Redeemer and Consummator.  Ps.148:7-14.   The last five chapters of the Psalms may very well be prophecy of this great Hallelujah chorus in glory that John describes.  
CONCLUSION:  The marvel of all these heavenly things is beyond human ability to fathom but all those that are redeemed by the blood of the Lamb shall truly return with Him in that day and the wonder and bliss of it all is glorious beyond measure.  Oh, how important it is for you to know in your own heart that Christ died in your place and is your very own personal Saviour.  Make sure you know Him now.  He is coming very soon.  Repent and believe the gospel.  AMEN.
