A Preacher’s Prayer
Ps.69:6.  Pray.

As we ponder the text for a moment we must understand that this is the heart’s desire of every true blood bought born again believer but it is especially the prayer of the preacher.  Oh, what a tragedy it is when the God called man is the cause of shame for those that wait on the Lord.  How sad when a God called man causes those that would seek the God of Israel to be confounded.  We call this message “A Preacher’s Prayer” but we understand that the principles apply to all of our brothers and sisters in Christ who want to be used of God in the magnification of His grace.  Consider a few points as we all crave divine help in our witnessing and lifting up the sovereign grace of God.  

GOD GIVE ME THY MESSAGE.  Jer.10:1-2.
1. Not the King’s message, the Denomination’s message, Mama’s message.
2. The message for the hour. Sin, Salvation or Service.

GOD GIVE ME THY POWER TO DELIVER IT.  1Cor.2:4-8.
1. Not worldly wisdom or human understanding and devises.  
2. Holy Spirit power as when the 1st congregation was validated & empowered. 

GOD GIVE ME THE BOLDNESS TO NOT GLORIFY MAN.  1Cor.1:18-24.
1. It is NOT by the works of man.  Tit.3:5.
2. It is by the grace of God.  Eph.2:8-10.

GOD GIVE ME HUMILITY TO NOT DRAW ATTENTION TO ME. 1Cor.1:25-31.
1. Not like the Pharisee praying with himself…
2. Like John the Baptist.  He must increase I must decrease…

GOD GIVE ME A HEART THAT IS TENDER FOR THE NEEDY.  Ja.1:26-27.
1. Not like cold-hearted atheists, prophets of Baal, or self-important politicians.
2. The hurting, helpless, hungry & homeless… spiritually as well as physically. 

GOD GIVE ME HANDS THAT WILL WORK, GIVE & BLESS.  Col.3:17-20.
1. Not like lazy, selfish, subsidized, thieving crooks and frauds.
2. Help us all to do all to God’s glory.  1Cor.10:31. 
GOD GIVE ME LIPS THAT FAITHFULLY LIFT UP THY PRAISE.  Ps.51:15.
1. Not with lying lips like the perishing.
2. Love life and see good days…. 1Pet.3:10.  
CONCLUSION:  God help us all to deliver God’s message for the hour and to do it by His power; to stand bold against the pride of man and point to God’s gracious hand; to crucify the flesh and to live by grace in Christ.  With the LORD being our helper, we will show the gift of mercy to those who are needy indeed and we will work, give, and bless to the glory of God.  Gal.2:20.
