A Salad Sermon
Hebrews 10:19-25. (Pray) 

The Word of God is often referred to as food. We have heard MILK sermons for babes in Christ. We have heard MEAT sermons for more mature Christians. Many believers have their favorite doctrine that they want to hear all the time and sermons on these topics are called sugar sticks. 

It is important to have a well balanced diet both physically and spiritually. This sermon has three points and each point begins with LET US. Therefore we will call this a Salad Sermon. The three points are Let us draw near, Let us hold fast, and Let us consider one another. First. 

I. LET US DRAW NEAR. V.22 

1. Where? V.19. The Holiest. Isa. 6:1-8.
2. How? Two ways.
     A. With a true heart. Jer. 17:9, 24:7, Eph. 3:14-19.
     B. In full assurance. 2Tim. 1:12. I know Rom. 8:16. The Spirit
          itself 1Jn. 5:12-13. He that hath the Son 

II. LET US HOLD FAST. V.23 

1. To what? Profession of faith. Rom. 10:9-11.
2. How? Without wavering (for He is faithful) Heb. 6:11-19. Jesus is faithful. Jn 17:10-15. The promise. Jn. 14:1-6. 

III. LET US CONSIDER ONE ANOTHER. V.24 
1.  To Provoke not the usual way, but three ways: 
     A.  To Love. 1Jn. 3:13-16.
     B.  To Good works. 1Pet. 2:11-12.
     C.  To Fellowship. V.25. Not just in church but other times too.
2. Exhorting So much the more as the day approaches. Acts. 1:9-11, Rev. 22:20. 

Conclusion: If you are not sure of your salvation, repent and believe the gospel. Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures. He was buried and rose again the third day for our justification. Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ and thou shalt be saved. If you ARE save, draw near to God and cling to your salvation. Build up your brothers and sisters in Christ and remember that Jesus is coming back again soon. Be steadfast in the faith.  AMEN.  11/10.
