There are four things mentioned in our text that are important for New Testament believers.  It begins with the Apostles Doctrine. 1. Biblical Fellowship Produces Courage.  Acts 28:15.

A.  It is good to know there are others in the good fight of faith with you. 2Chron.15:8. 
2. Biblical Fellowship Promotes Character.  Heb.10:23-25.


A.  It is good to promote true faithfulness to God in Christ. Acts 14:21-22.
3. Biblical Fellowship Provides Compassion.  1Jn.3:16-18.
A.  It is good to help in every way that you can by His grace.  Rom.16:1-2. 
4. Biblical Fellowship Protects Chemistry.  John 17:21-22.

A.  It is good to have that connection that only true believers have in Christ.  Rom.1:12. 
5. Biblical Fellowship Prompts Companionship.  Acts 2:44.  

A.  It is good to have friends that are true at times of confusion.  Acts 19:29-32.
6. Biblical Fellowship Provokes Cheerfulness.  Acts 2:46.

A.  It is good to have fellowship that brings gladness in elective grace.  Ps.105:43.
7. Biblical Fellowship Promises Care.  Acts 4:34-35.

A.  It is good to know that your brethren care about your welfare.  James 2:15-17.
8. Biblical Fellowship Proves Christianity.  John 13:35.  
A.  It is good to have the true fruit of the Spirit.  Eph.5:8-12, Gal.5:22-25. 
Conclusion:  Biblical Fellowship is a thing we should strive for in our Christian experience.  It is not simply a thing for carnal pleasure but it is a thing to be used to bring glory to God, to bring fellow believers closer together and to bring lost sinners to Christ.
