Biblical Identification with Christ
Eph.2:4-8.

We who have a testimony of salvation can truly say that God has been richly merciful to us.  We have experienced the Love of God being shed abroad in our hearts in such a great and bountiful way that it is hard to imagine that it was real but the amazing sovereign grace of God is real indeed.  He loved us even when we were His enemies dead in trespasses and sin.  The reality of it all is seen in His inspired word where it says that He has quickened and raised us up and made us sit with and in Christ in heavenly places.  These are things that He has freely given us for time and eternity.  Surely, salvation by grace through faith is a God honoring thing that gives no place for boasting.  Meanwhile, we rejoice in the fact that we are identified with Christ.  Let us, as God’s elect, think for a few moments now about four things that identify us with Christ according to the Bible.
We are Made to be His.


1.  The first way the elect are identified with Christ is when God makes us His.



A.  God made us Christ’s in election before the world began.  Eph.1:4-6.  



B.  God made us Christ’s in calling us by the gospel.  2Thess.2:13-14.  


1Pet.2:9-17.  Don’t confuse election and salvation.  Election is being 


chosen before time to salvation in this life.  Salvation is being made a 


partaker of the divine nature by the regenerating power of the Holy Spirit 


through the preached word of God.  2Pet.1:3-4, Jn.6:63, 1Thess.2:13. 
We are Marked as His.


1.  The second way believers are to be identified with Christ is when we are 
marked with Him pictorially in His death, burial and resurrection. Gal.2:20.



A.  After declaring our faith in Christ as a believer, the first thing we 


ought to do is follow His example in biblical immersion.  Rom.6:3-13.


B.  Christ’s example was to (#1) be immersed in water, (#2) as the sinless 


Son of God, like true believers are by faith, (#3) not to wash away sin, He 


was showing what the triune God of the Bible purposed to be the 1st act of  

Christian Service and (#4) to submit to the heavenly authority given to 


John the Immerser from heaven. Matt.3:13-17, Jn.1:32-33.                                                        

C.  The biblical mark for Christian service is the act of  (#1) being 



immersed as (#2) a blood washed believer, (#3) by a heavenly authorized 


administrator, 
(#4) to show that salvation is by grace through faith in 


Christ and His death, burial and resurrection alone.  Acts 8:27-39.
We are Matured in Him.


1.  The third way believers are identified with Christ is when we mature in the 
faith and are conformed to the image of Christ. Rom.6:8-18.  Col.3:1-10. 
We are Married to Him.


1.  The last mark that identifies some of us with Christ is after the rapture when 
His Bride is set apart not only from all unbelievers who shall perish but also from 
other members of the family of God who will be guests at the marriage supper of 
the Lamb.  Jn.3:29, Rev.21:9&2, 19:7-9, 2Cor.1:1, 11:2, Matt.22:2,9-14, 25:1-10.  
Conclusion:  
Are you identified with Christ?  The most important way is to be MADE His.  Assurance of this mark comes the salvation.  Repent and believe the gospel.
