Biblical Know How
Psalm 21:1-13.  

The Psalms are always a blessing to me.  This one, like the others, shows the greatness of the Lord.  We that are saved by sovereign grace can rejoice with the Psalmist in the first part of this Psalm and stand in awe at the Lord’s greatness against His enemies in the last half.  Verse eleven in particular shows how that the haters of God are not able to have victory over us unless God should permit it according to His divine providence for our good in the end.  The Devil’s crowd, one and all, are losers in the end just like Satan their Daddy.  No matter how smart they think they are, they don’t know how to win the war against God and His children.  One of the reasons why we as believers have victory in the spiritual warfare is because God gives us some Biblical Know How.  Let’s think for a few moments now about God’s people and Know How.  If we do a word search in the Bible, we can find about nine places in the Old Testament and about ten places in the New Testament where the words know how are found.   Pray with me as we consider, in order of appearance, first the places in the Old Testament where this phrase is found and then in the New Testament.    (Pray)

Biblical Know How in the Old Testament.

1.  Creation Know How.  Ex.9:29.  We must know about creation.


2.  Sovereignty Know How.  Ex.10:2.  We must know God is sovereign.


3.  Providential Know How.  Ex.11:7. We must know God cares for us.  


4.  Service Know How.  Ex.36:1.  We must know how to serve in God’s House. 


5.  Deliverance Know How.  Dt.29:16-17.  We must know how God delivers.  


6.  Waiting Know How.  Ruth 3:18. We must know how to be still.  


7.  Brotherly Know How.   Esther 2:11.  We must know to care for one another.  

8.  Human Frailty Know How.  Ps.39:4.  We must know how weak we are.  

9.  Receiving Know How.  Isa.50:4-5.  We must know how to receive blessings. 

II.
Biblical Know How in the New Testament.

1.  Giving Know How.  Mt.7:11, Lk.11:13. We must know how to give.


2.  Non-discriminating Know How.  Acts 10:28, 15:7.  We must be impartial. 

3.  Preaching Know How.  Gal.4:13.  We must know how to preach in weakness. 


4.  Abounding Know How.  Php.4:12.  We must know how to abound as well.  

5.  Answering Know How.  Col.4:6.  We must know how to answer all men.


6.  Walking Worthy of God Know How.  1Th.2:11-12.  Know how to walk.  


7.  Sanctification Know How.  1Th.4:4.  We must know how to be separated. 


8.  Following Know How.  2Th.3:7.  We must know how to follow good men.  


9.  Church Behavior Know How.  1Tim.3:15.  Know how to behave in church.


10. Steadfast Know How. Heb.12:14-17.  We must know how to stay true to God. 

Conclusion:  Both dispensations of the revealed will of God show us that we need to know how to live for God according to His word.  Dear believer, can you see that you can do better in some areas of your spiritual life?  With the help of the Holy Spirit and the word of God, you can know how to do better.
