Ear Marked for Christ
Exodus 21:1-6.  (Pray)

The Bible deals with slavery in a fair and humane way.  We have the modern day equivalents of slaves even in our free society of the USA.  Professional athletes are actually “owned” by the team they are under contract with.  From a spiritual point of view, let us think about ourselves as Christians, as the earmarked servants of Christ. Rom.1:1.  Have YOU been earmarked for Christ?  Notice six things about the earmarked for Christ.
They are bought with a price.  Ex.21:2, 1Cor.7:22-23, 6:19-20.

1.  Have you heard the gospel and believed?

2.  1Pet.1:18-25. 

They are Free.  Again, Ex.21:2, 1Cor.7:22, Rom.6:6-7.

1.  Sin is a terrible taskmaster but Christ is our liberator.

2.  Jn.8:31-36. 

They are Not Free.  Ex.21:5, 1Cor.7:22.

1.  No middle ground: You are with either sin & Satan or Christ & righteousness.

2.  Rom.6:11-18. 

They serve out of Love.  Ex.21:5.

1.  Love is the theme of New Testament service. 


2.  1Jn.4:7-10.
They serve forever.  Ex.21:6, Ps.23:6.   

1.  Christian life is eternal life.

2.  Jn.5:24, Phil.1:6.

They should be earmarked by scriptural immersion. Rom.6:3-5.

1.  Have you declared your allegiance to Christ & His commandments publicly?


2.  Acts 2:41-42, Jn.14:15, 13:34-35.  
Conclusion:  If you are lost and in need of salvation, repent and believe the gospel.  If the Lord has saved you, let it be known and be identified with Him by following Him in scriptural immersion.  AMEN.  7-78, 10-83, 7-94, 10-11.
