Four Aspects of Holiness
Romans 6:19.  Pray.

Regarding the topic of holiness, it is a dogmatic truth that the God of the Bible is a holy God and His people are to worship Him in holiness.  1Pet.1:16. Because it is written, Be ye holy; for I am holy.  Ps.29:2 Give unto the Lord the glory due unto his name; worship the Lord in the beauty of holiness. Let us consider this for a few moments and think about “Four Aspects of Holiness.”  
HOLINESS IMPUTED.  

1. Man has no holiness of his own.  Jer.17:5,9.  Eph.2:1-5
2. Man needs perfect holiness to please God.  Rom.8:7-8, Heb.11:6, Matt.5:20.
3. Man acquires true holiness only by imputed righteousness. Rom.4:9-11,22-24. 
HOLINESS INCORPORATED. 

1. God gives us holiness only by regenerating power. Tit.3:5, Jn.3:3-7, 1Pet.1:23 
2. God grants repentance and faith in salvation. Acts 11:18, 14:27, Eph.2:8-10. 
3. God gives grace to serve with after salvation.  Heb.9:14, Jn.1:16-17,Ro.1:5-7
HOLINESS IMPOSTORED.    

1. We can fool our fellow man with fake holiness. Matt.6:1-2, 5, 23:5-9,13.
2. We can fool ourselves with fake holiness. Ps.53:2-3, Jer.17:9,Gal.6:3, Ja.1:26. 
3. We cannot fool God. Ps.44:20-21, 94:9-11, Dan.2:22, Rom.8:27, 1Cor.3:20.

HOLINESS IGNORED.

1. Sinners ignore the simplicity of salvation. 2Cor.11:3-4, Acts 28:25-28, 2Tim.4:4, Heb.12:25.
2. Sinners ignore the sanctification of salvation.  1Thess.4:3-4, Ps.4:3. 
3. Sinners ignore the sincerity of salvation. Josh.24:14-15, 1Cor.5:8, Eph.6:24.
CONCLUSION:  Holiness is a topic that is near and dear to the heart of God.  It is a thing that we ought to take very seriously.  Even at our best, we have no true holiness of ourselves and are therefore alienated from God.  He has made the only remedy for that problem and that remedy is none other than His perfect holiness in His only begotten Son, the Lord Jesus Christ.  Confess your helplessness apart from the grace of God and by His grace trust Christ as your Savior.  Christ died in the place of sinners.  He was buried and arose again the third day from the dead.  Repent and believe the gospel.  Come and confess Him.
