Glorification
Rom.8:29-30.  Pray.

We have recently studied the Bible Doctrine of Justification and of Sanctification.  Last time we saw how the Primary aspect of Sanctification is very similar to Justification.  We also learned that there is a practical human view point of Sanctification that is the duty of true believers to pursue.  Although we have a heart to do the will of God according to the desire of our regenerated inner man, we can never reach the state of sinless perfection in this life.  Our Spirit is willing but our flesh is weak.  However, there is no need to despair dear Christian friends for we come now to the Bible Doctrine of Glorification.  We will study this Bible Truth using the same outline used in the two earlier lessons.  
THE MEANING OF GLORIFICATION.
1. Glorification is the consummation of our redemption in Christ.  In it, we become perfect body and soul.  Our carnal old wicked flesh shall finally be gone.  That is when we are like Him in glory. 1Jn.3:2.  Jesus had a glory with the Father from eternity but He also received glory as a man.  Jn.17:5, Jn.12:14-16, 23. Acts 3:13-15.  
2. Glorification is for the Justified and Sanctified when Christ returns.  Rom.8:16-23. We will talk more about this in a moment.
THE MOTIVE FOR GLORIFICATION.

1. Just as it was with Justification and Sanctification, so it is with Glorification.  The motive behind our Glorification is none other than the grace of God.  We could not justify ourselves nor could we sanctify ourselves and we certainly cannot glorify ourselves.  However, God in His sovereign grace has freely given all these things as He sees fit.
2. Eph.1:4-6, Rom.9:22-24, Ps.24:7-10, Ps.62:6-7, Ps.84:10-12.   
THE MEDIUM OF GLORIFICATION.

1. It is the 2nd coming of Christ that brings glorification to God’s elect.  The living Word of God is the medium of our Glorification.
2. 1Cor.15:40-43, 2Cor.4:14, 5:1, Col.3:4, 1Thess.4:16-18, 2Tim.2:10, Tit.2:13.  
THE MEANS OF GLORIFICATION.

1. When it comes to the means through which Glorification comes, it is faith.  Here again, this faith is not a thing of human origin.  It is the faith of Christ as we discussed last time using Gal.2:16.  Col.1:25-27, 1Pet.1:3-5, 5:4-7. 

THE MAGNITUDE OF GLORIFICATION.

1. Glorification is a total and complete perfection not only on the inside but on the outside too.  Oh, what a day that will be.  
2. Ps.149:4-5, Rom.8:18, 1Cor.2:9, 15:50-54, 1Jn.3:2.  

CONSLUSION:  There is a perfect salvation revealed in the word of God for any and all who will, by the grace of God, exercise faith in the living Word of God, Jesus Christ.  He is the only way of salvation from start to finish.  Jn.14:6. Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.  Rev.1:8. I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the ending, saith the Lord, which is, and which was, and which is to come, the Almighty.  Heb.12:2. Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God.  Would you be willing to receive Him today by faith?  AMEN. 8-78, 12-84, 5-89, 12-98, 6-14.
