God Gave Them Up

Romans 1:18-32.  Pray.

Pray for me as I try to preach the message today.  The message is not a politically correct message for these days.  After the sermon last Lord’s Day on Perfect Hatred in the Bible, some may think that I planned it this way but that is not so.  I was talking with an old High School friend not long ago and he used the term “Divine Coincident.”   To me, that is simply another way of saying God’s Providence.  That is what we have here.  I sometimes scribble sermon thoughts down, when I get them, and save the scribbles for something to work with later.  God put these scribbles before me earlier in the week and as I began to pray about them, I felt confident that this was what God wanted me to preach on today.  I did not make the connection about hate speech and the sermon last week until I was well into the sermon preparation.  That being said let us consider the thought that God gave up on certain sinners.  That is not to say they are too hard for Him to handle.  He has already saved the chief of sinners.  However, think for a few moments about certain unsaved sinners and three ways “God Gave Them Up.”
I. GOD GAVE THEM UP PHYSICALLY.  Rom.1:18-24.

1.  There is no physical salvation for these sinners. This is forever.


A.  They have the Wrath of God revealed against them. V.18.


B.  They know from within they must face God someday. V.19.



C.  They are without excuse.  V.20.



D.  They are unthankful, vain and in the dark.  V.21. 



E.  They are conceited fools. V.22. 


F.  They are idolaters.  V.23.



G.  They have unclean ways to dishonor their own bodies. V.24. 
II. GOD GAVE THEM UP EMOTIONALLY.   Rom.1:24-27.

1. There is no emotional salvation for these sinners.  This is forever.
A.  They have unclean lustful hearts and no emotional place to hide. V24. 



B.  They have changed the truth into a lie.  V.25.



C.  They have vile and unnatural affections.  V.26.



D.  They have unseemly passions and erroneous desires.  V.27. 
III. GOD GAVE THEM UP INTELLECTUALLY.  Rom.1:28-32.

1. There is no intellectual salvation for these sinners.  This is forever. 
A.  They have a reprobate mind.  V.28. 



B.  They are filled with all unrighteousness.  V29-31. 


C.  They do things worthy of death and like to get others to do it too. V32. 
CONCLUSION:  Ladies and gentlemen, this is what happens to sinners of whom it may be said “God Gave Them Up.”  They are in a terrible life of vile, degrading, sin and debauchery.  They are doomed to no physical salvation, no emotional salvation and no intellectual salvation.  There is no salvation for them what so ever.  How terrible.  One might say, “But preacher, what about God’s grace and mercy?”  That my friend is another message and a wonderful message it is indeed, but we dare not compass, or go around, the issue of the hour.  We are living in a day equivalent to the day of Sodom and Gomorrah.  Almost everyone knows what happened to those in that day.  Who is to say that God should not give us up today?  I would venture to say that the only reason why He has not already done so is perhaps there are still ten righteous left in the city. AMEN.
