God’s Leftovers
Romans 11:1-12.  (Pray)  v.5

The doctrine of the remnant is a reoccurring theme in God’s word both in the Old Testament and the New.  It has to do with God’s sovereign elective grace.  We know that Christ is the central theme of the Bible and that salvation is by grace through faith in Him.  Romans 10:9-12, 17.  Israel as a nation has rejected Christ as their King and Messiah.  Romans 10:19-21.  Thank God - He still has a remnant according to the election of grace.  Let us consider God’s Leftovers for a few moments.  There are two points to consider.  God’s chosen Jews and God’s chosen Gentiles.
There is an Elect among the Jews.  


1.  In our text is proof.  Rom.11:1-5.  1Kings 19:1-18.


2.  In the days of captivity.  Daniel, Shadrack, Meshack, & Abednego.


3.  In the days after captivity.  Ezra & Nehamiah.


4.  In the days of the 1st advent of Christ.  Simeon & Anna.  Lk.2:25-38.

5.  In the days of the Gentiles.  Most Jews are blinded. Rom.11:7.  

6.  In the days of Tribulation.  144,000 Jews shall be saved.  Rev.7:4. 

There is an Elect among the Gentiles.

1.  Gentiles are being saved while the Jews are temporarily blind. Rom.11:8-10.

2.  Gentiles are being saved today by elective grace.  Rom.11:11.  



(2Thess.2:13, 1Pet.1:2, Eph.1:3-5)


3.  Gentile or Jew, what about YOU?  Matt.20:15-16.  

Conclusion:  Anyone, Jew or Gentile, can be saved today according to the terms of the gospel.  But in these last days, as the gospel goes out, comparatively few seem to respond in true repentance and faith.  If it were not for the doctrine of salvation by the sovereign grace of God and the fact that God has some leftovers among humanity that He has chosen according to His eternal purpose of elective love and mercy, NONE would be saved.  Hear ye the life giving word of the Lord.  Christ died in the place of sinners as the perfect sacrifice for our sins.  He was buried and rose again the third day to redeem us and save us from our sins.  Trust Him now.  Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ and thou shalt be saved.  AMEN.  6-85, 5-88, 10-95Yak, 9-11.
