God’s Message through the Prophet Habakkuk
Part One

Hab.1:1  (Pray)

Prophets often called the message God called them to preach “The Burden of the Lord.” It is the Hebrew word hamasaa and was a divine revelation that God put in the heart and mind of the prophet.  It often dealt with pending calamities and divine remedies for sin.  
History has a way of repeating itself and the more things change, the more they stay the same.  As we study the prophet Habakkuk and the days in which he lived, we may notice similarities to our day and time. There are only three chapters and we will study them one at a time.  For now, let us consider the first concern on the prophet’s heart.

1. The sin in the land and God’s silence.  Hab.1:2-4.

A.  Habakkuk felt like God was not hearing his prayers. 


(1)  How long?  It is not like God- to not do something. V.2

(2)  Why doesn’t He do something? We grieve at sin. V.3

(3)  Things continually worsen . (spoiling & violence) V.4

(4) Why is the law of none effect? The law is slacked. V.4

(5)  Where is justice?  Wrong judgment proceedeth. V.4
2. The sin in the land shall be punished in God’s time.  Hab.1:5-11.
  A.  Habakkuk learns that God will bring judgment from Babylon. 

(1)  God says, “You won’t believe this.”  V.5
(2)  God will use Chaldeans to punish our sins. V.5-6
(3)  God will do this to in timely fashion.  In your days. V.5 
(4)  God will turn us over to heartless narcissists.  V.6-7
(5)  God uses a swift enemy on a weakened nation.V.8-9 (6)  God uses scorn to take down a sinful nation. V.10
(7)  God can even change the heart of a Chaldean. V.11

(a) 2Kings 24:1-4. Dan.5:29-21. Prov.21:1.
