Have a Heart & Pray for America

Psalm 2:8.  Pray. 
Introduction:  From a Jewish point of view, the term heathen refers to the Gentile Nations of the world.  Psalm 2 is a messianic psalm and a warning to the nations who are in rebellion against God and His Messiah. There are two ways to look at our text.  One is the Goat Nations viewpoint.  I give you the reprobates for destruction.   The other is the Sheep Nations viewpoint.  We see the marvelous grace of God here in the question from the Father to the Son.  It is truly wonderful.   Ask of Me and I will give them to Thee.  
Leading up to the Millennial Kingdom, the Nations of the world, regarding to their relations to Israel, shall distinguish themselves as Sheep or Goat Nations.  According to Matthew 25:31-46, at the end of the 7-year period known as Jacob’s Trouble, the Goat Nations shall be destroyed and the Sheep Nations shall enter the Kingdom and Christ shall reign over them on the earth with His glorified saints. Rev.20:6.  
The purpose of this sermon is to ask my fellow citizens to “Have a Heart and Pray for America.”  Many of my friends, I fear, have given up on America.  I hear that we have come to the crossroad, taken the wrong road, and nothing can be done about it.  My answer is. “So say ye.”   I believe we still have the U-turn option.  We are on the wrong road.  Therefore, it is imperative that we repent and pray.  Have a heart my friends; and pray for a turn around in America.  Wall Street cannot help.  Washington D.C. cannot help.  Worldwide Political agencies cannot help.  Worldly religion cannot help either.  The only thing that can help us at this late date is the Word of God.   We see three things here in Psalm 2.

1. The nations are aligning themselves against God and His Anointed. (2:1-3)

A. The aligning of the nations (2:1-2) 

1. They rage, plot , set themselves, & take counsel together. 

B. The purpose of the plotting.  (2:3) 

1. To break bonds & cast away cords.   
2. The nations are warned of God of His purpose for His Son. (2:4-9) 

A. God sits enthroned in heaven & laughs at their foolishness. (4a) 

B. God holds them in derision. (4b) 

C. God will speak to them in his wrath. (5a) 

D. God will terrify them in his fury. (5b) 


E. God declares His exaltation of His King. (6) 

F. God the Anointed Son speaks of the Father’s decree. (7) 

(1.) Jesus is the Son of God Whom the Father has raised from the       dead.  (7) 

(2.) Jesus may ask for the nations to become His inheritance, ruling them with power. (8-9) 

Note: I say again, “Have a heart, Pray for America.”  We are to intercede for America to forsake our rebellion against God and to return to Him and His Son. No nation can remain neutral about Jesus. 
3. The nations are urged to return to the LORD by honoring the Son. (2:10-12) 

A. They are to serve the LORD with fear and rejoice with trembling. (11) 

B. They are to properly honor the Son… (12) 

Note: Have a heart and Pray for America that we might “Kiss the Son.”  Let us return to Him with this true sign of loyalty, humility, love and worship. REMEMBER, there are two types of kisses in Scripture: One is the superficial kiss of betrayal such as that of Judas toward Jesus. (Luke 22:47-48)  The other is the genuine kiss of affection and worship. (Luke 7:45)

Conclusion:  God is sovereign.  Yes, that is true.  He is in control.  All things shall proceed and work out precisely according to His revealed will.  The destruction of the rebelling Gentile Goat Nations at the end of the Great Tribulation shall not be averted.  The Father shall give them into the hand of the Son to destroy with 100 pound hail stones Rev.16:21. and the blood shall flow to the horses bridles. Rev.14:20.  
However, God is also sovereign in His mercy and grace.  A major reoccurring theme in the New Testament is the theme of His grace being freely given to not the Jews only but to Jews and Gentiles alike.  The Father has given the Gentile Sheep Nations to His Son in Salvation.  One of the divine means used in bringing in the purpose of God on things like this is prayer.  So we close this sermon with the plea once again, “Have a heart, Pray for America.”  Many of the Christians in America like this preacher may not be around much longer.  We love the Lord and we love what America once stood for morally and biblically.  We believe it is time for America to make a U-turn.  The Father has given this nation to His Son.  Do not let Satan and his crowd try to wrestle it away at this time in history.  Have a heart.  Pray for America.  AMEN.
