In the Midst
John 20:26.    Pray.

Our text describes an event on the second Lord’s Day after the resurrection.  You may remember how on the prior Lord’s Day, Jesus appeared in the Midst of His congregation and spoke peace to them.  Thomas was missing for some reason on that first Lord’s day after the resurrection and did not believe the account of his brethren when they told him what he missed.  During Christ’s earthly ministry, He was often found “in the midst” of things.  Consider that for a few moments.

IN THE MIDST OF THE DOCTORS.  Lk.2:46.
1. At the age of 12 He was found at the Temple putting the scholars in awe. 

Lk.2:41-47.
2. He was always concerned about doing His Father’s business wherever He was.

Lk.2:48-49.

IN THE MIDST OF HOME TOWN ENEMIES.  Lk.4:30.
1. Early in His ministry while in Nazareth He manifested His divinity. Lk.4:16-24.
2. The enemies of Christ shall never prevail over Him.  Lk.4:24-30.
IN THE MIDST OF THE JEWISH LEADERS.  Jn.8:59.  
1. Even when accused of being demon possessed, He stood firm for the truth.  Jn.8:48-59.
2. He preached scathing sermons against sin in the midst of the Jews.  Jn.8:34-47.

IN THE MIDST OF TWO MALEFACTORS.   Jn.19:18.
1. One of the malefactors railed on Him but the other repented that day and was born again.  Lk.23:32-43.
2. In the midst of Calvary, it was clear to those with eyes to see, Jesus is God.  Lk.23:44-47.  
IN THE MIDST OF HIS CONGREGATION.  Jn.20:19. 
1. We may not know what blessings we miss when we are not in the assembly when they meet.  Jn.20:20-27.

2. What was true for Thomas is true for church members in every century until Jesus comes back again for the rapture and the 1st resurrection.  Jn.20:28-31.
Conclusion:  Jesus said to His ekklesia, I am with you always even unto the end of the world.  Matt.28:18-20.  He has promised that He would never leave us.  Heb.13:5-6.  Are you saved?  Can you give a clear testimony of being brought out of sin and darkness into salvation and light?  Would you like to be a part of a congregation that has the promise that Jesus will always be in the midst of us?  Come, declare your faith in Him, submit to His authority in this congregation for biblical immersion, and serve Him with us day by day until His soon return.  AMEN.
