Justification
Romans 4:16-25.   Pray.

We want to consider the Bible Doctrine of Justification.  Justification is a Bible term that we find only three times in scripture (Rom.4:25, & 5:16&18).  However, the words just, justice, and justify which come from the same root are found scores of times in the Bible.  We will use five M’s to help us understand Justification better.  Let us consider the Meaning, Motive, Medium, Means, and Magnitude of Biblical Justification.  
THE MEANING OF JUSTIFICATION.

1. It is the opposite of condemnation.  Rom.8:1, 33-34. Deut.25:1. 
2. It is God’s declaration that we are all right.  I am “just if I’d” never sinned.  How can this be?  It is all because of the finished work of Christ. Heb.9:11-12.
THE MOTIVE FOR JUSTIFICATION.

1. It is by God’s Sovereign Grace.  Rom.3:19-26. v.24. Eph.2:8-10. 
2. It is not by good works.  Rom.3:20, Titus 3:5-7. 
THE MEDIUM OF JUSTIFICATION.

1. It is Christ alone that brings Justification to us.  Rom.3:24-26. 10:4.
2. It is His sacrificial & substitutionary atonement that saves. Acts 4:12.

THE MEANS OF JUSTIFICATION.

1. It is Faith by which everything in Christ is apprehended. Rom.1:17, 3:24-28.
2. It is Faith by which we look and live in Christ.  Gal.2:16, Isa.45:22. 

THE MAGNITUDE OF JUSTIFICATION.

1. It is absolute and complete.  Col.2:9-15. 
2. It is internal and eternal.  Eph.3:16-17, Jn.3:15, 10:28, 17:2-3.
CONCLUSION:  In all these things, we see that Justification is a legal term.  It has to do with our standing with God.  Does He see us as righteous or not.  If He sees us in Christ, we are justified.  If not, we are condemned.  It is a serious matter to consider.  How do you stand in the sight of God?  Look what Jesus said in Jn.5:24, “Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed from death unto life.”  AMEN.  
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
