1. He loved His own.  
A. Jacob not Esau. Rom.9:13.
B. The eleven not Judas.  Jn.13:10-11.
C. Repentant sinners not self-righteous Judaisers. Jn.10:11, 26-28. 

2.  He loved unto the end of His earthly life.  Jn.17:1-3, 9-11. 
HE LOVED HIS OWN UNTO THE END OF THEIR EARTHLY LIVES.

1. He loved believers not rejecters or deniers. 
A. Those saved by grace not by works.  Eph.2:8-9.
2. He loves us unto the end of life.  
A. Not only at regeneration but in sanctification. 1Pet.1:3-5.
B. Not only when we do right but even when we fail. Rom.7:22-25.

HE LOVED HIS OWN UNTO THE END OF THE AGE OF GRACE.

1. He loved Christian Believers not members of false religions.
A. Not Muslims, Hindus, Buddhists, etc.  Acts 4:12.
B. Not false Christians or false cults.  Jn.14:6. 

C. Not the Secular Humanist system of the world.  Heb.11:3 and 6. 


2.  He loves us unto the end of the age.  Matt.24:11-14.  
HE LOVED HIS OWN UNTO THE END OF THE GREAT TRUBULATION.

1. He loves His own during the tribulation.
A. The raptured around the throne.  Rev.4:1-4, 9-10.
B. The 144,000 Jewish witnesses on earth. Rev.7:2-4. 

C. The martyred converts to Christ in that time.  Rev.7:9-17. 

2.  He loves unto the end of Jacob’s trouble.  Rev.14:1-7. 

HE LOVED HIS OWN UNTO THE END OF THE MILLENNIAL KINGDOM.  

1. He loves them that have faith in Him and Him alone.

A. The way of salvation in every age is Christ.  1Cor.15:22-26.
B. It is not for those deceived by Satan.  Rev.20:7-10. 

CONCLUSION:  The love of Christ for His own is a sovereign love based on the eternal purpose of God according to His elective grace.  It is eternal.  It is immutable.  It is almighty.
