New Things of the New Birth
2Cor.5:17.  Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new. (PRAY)
There is an attitude among the unregenerate of the world today that likes to claim salvation and yet never be concerned about living for God His way.  The “Have it your way” brand of modern so-called Christianity teaches that the rebel can get a pardon from God and then continue on in rebellion as if nothing has ever happened.  That is contrary both to common sense and to scripture.  Let us think for a few moments about some “New Things of the New Birth.”

1. Before Salvation we only care about things of the flesh. 1Cor.6:9-11.
2. After Salvation we want to put the things of God first. Eph.2:1-5. 
III. New Direction.

1. Before Salvation we are headed to death and destruction. Rom.3:11-18.
2. After Salvation we are headed to God and Glory.  Acts 16:17, Jn.14:6.
IV. New Guidelines.

1. Before Salvation we take evil counsel and worldly advice.  Matt.28:12-15.
2. After Salvation it’s the inspired word of God.  2Tim.3:16-17, 2Tim. 2:15.
V. New Father.

1. Before Salvation the Devil is our father.  Jn.8:41-44.
2. After Salvation God is our Father.  Matt.6:26-30.
VI. New Family.

1. Before salvation Homes are often broken.  Divorce, Single Parents, Live in partners, Day Care, and living with Grandparents or others.
2. After Salvation All true believers are brothers and sisters.  Eph.3:14-15. 
VII. New Mindset.

1. Before Salvation the old man is bent toward sin.  Rom.1:22-32.
2. After Salvation the New man if filled with the Holy Spirit.  Rom.8:8-18.
VIII. New Name.

1. Before Salvation we might be called the thief, robber, adulterer, etc.

2. After Salvation we are called the Christian. Eph.4:22-24.
IX. New Appetite.  

1. Before Salvation we only want self satisfaction even if it kills us.

2. After Salvation we long for the things of God.  Col.3:12-24.
X. New Vision.

1. Before Salvation we can only see the outward things.  Matt.23:25-28.
2. After Salvation we can see spiritual things.  1Cor.2:12-16.
Conclusion:  
 The Bible is clear.  True salvation brings about a drastic change.  It changes a person inside and out.  Man often votes for a change in his life but things never seem to get better.  The only way to have the right kind of change is to experience true salvation in Christ and Him alone.  Repent and believe the gospel.  Jesus truly saves.
