Pastors Preaching and Politics

Matt. 6:10.  (Pray)

According to the model prayer given by the Lord Jesus, His followers are to pray for God’s will to be done on the earth as it is in heaven.  We understand that there is coming a day when King Jesus will indeed rule and reign on the earth with His saints in the millennial kingdom, but does that mean we must forfeit this point altogether until then?  No.  That doesn’t jive with the spirit of what this is all about.  We live in enemy territory but God has given us great consolation.  Dt.31:6.  Many try to intimidate Christians, Pastors and Preachers today by various different tactics.  God’s people and especially God’s men should not back down from taking a stand on the moral principles of God.  2Tim.1:7.   We are the salt of the earth.  Matt.5:13-14.  Many say Pastors and Preachers should not be involved in politics.  Scripture teaches the contrary.  All great Bible Leaders took bold stands before politicians on biblical issues.  Let us consider two points about WHY and HOW Pastors and Preachers should stand on the moral principles of God today.  
I. WHY PASTORS AND PREACHERS SHOULD DEAL WITH THIS.

1. Government is not to punish good and exalt evil.  Rom.13:3-4.
2. Government needs good men to keep it straight. Rom.12:2. 

3. Government should not lead to slavery.  Gal.5:1.  
4. Government is secondary to God.  Acts 5:29. 

5. Government needs spiritual guidance or it will go awry. 

A. We are in a spiritual battle.  Eph.6:11-20.

B. We need revival.  2Chron.7:14. 

II. HOW PASTORS AND PREACHERS SHOULD DEAL WITH THIS.

1. They may preach on having biblical values in our laws. Col.2:8. 
2. They may allow announcements on legislative issues.  James 2:17. 

3. They may permit & encourage voter registration.  Prov.29:2. 

4. They may permit distribution of non-partisan voter guides. Prov.14:8.

5. They may encourage other leaders to address biblical issues. 1Pet.5:2. 

6. They may lobby legislators on the moral issues of the day.  Ps.119:30. 
7. They may “personally” endorse candidates. Gal.6:9-10. 
CONCLUSION:  As with all other topics, this subject must be settled by what the Bible says.  This is the conclusion.  Eccl.12:13.  Edmond Burke, a contemporary with Wilberforce, said, “All that is needed for evil to triumph is for good men to do nothing.  James, the brother of our Lord, said in James 4:17  “Therefore to him that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin.”  KJV  AMEN.
