Perfect Peace
Isaiah 26:3.    Pray. 

Our text tells us about a peace that is a perfect peace.  Obviously, this kind of peace is something that must come from our perfect God and that is indeed what the text infers.  In the Hebrew language, the words perfect peace are rendered “shalom, shalom.”  We are talking about the peace of peace that can only come from the God of peace and our God, the only true God.  He grants this perfect peace when our minds are stayed on Him and when we trusteth, that is, continually trust Him.  Let us consider three places in the New Testament where this kind of peace is promised to believers. 


God Gives Perfect Peace by Faith.  Romans 5:1.

1. Believers have “Peace with God” by trusting Him through our Lord Jesus Christ.  We were guilty before the court of God but now we stand by grace before God justified.  Christ has remedied our sin problem.  We have perfect peace because we are “in Him” by faith.  Love, Truth & Hope are in Christ. 
2. Romans 3:24, 8:1,39, 9:1, 16:7, 1Cor.1:2-3, 15:19-22.    


God Gives Perfect Peace in Circumstances.  Philippians 4:7.

1. Believers have “Peace that passes understanding” when we endure the circumstances that come our way in life.  No matter what may come your way as a believer, God will keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus.  
2. Philippians 1:12-14, 2:5-16, 3:20-21, and 4:8-9. 

God Gives Perfect Peace Directly from Christ.  John 14:27.

1. Believers have Peace that Jesus said, “I give unto you.”  It is a personal peace and a practical peace.  It is not man made or angelic; it is the divine peace only God can give. 
2. Psalms 29:11, 37:37, 85:8, 119:165, Isaiah 9:6-7, 48:22, Romans 3:11-18.  
Conclusion:  Many today are seeking peace through drugs or alcohol.  That will not work.  Some seek peace through man made religion.  That will not work  Some seek peace by bullying those that disagree with them but that will not work in the end either.  There is only one place you can find true peace.  It is at the feet of the Prince of Peace.  Confess your Sin.  Repent and believe the gospel.  Trust Christ and Him alone as your only hope of salvation.  Come join us on straight and narrow way.  Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ and He will save you and give you peace.  Numbers 6:24-26.  AMEN.  
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
