Pounding Home the Truth
Isa.28:9-10.  Pray.
Isaiah was a great man of God.  He knew the importance of continually hammering away with the truth.  Knowledge is a thing that must be taught.  Doctrine is a thing that must be understood.  According to the Bible, the ones that are taught knowledge and that understand doctrine are the ones that are weaned from milk and have had the truth pounded home to them. Our text tells us that the means and methodology of teaching knowledge and understanding doctrine is to be grounded on the word of God and to build on that foundation steadfastly precept upon precept, line upon line; one precept after another and one line after another, pounding, pounding, pounding until we are rock solid sure.  So, our message is on Pounding Home the Truth and we have three points.
I. Pounding Home the Truth from the Pulpit.
1. God’s house is the place to pound home the truth.  1Tim.3:15.
2. God’s preachers are the people to pound home the truth.   1Tim.3:1-7.
3. It should be made plain.  2Pet.1:16-21, 2Tim.4:1-5, 1Cor.2:1-5.
II. Pounding Home the Truth in the Pews.

1. People need the creator God of the Bible pounded home to them. Jn.1:1-3.
2. People need to have the law of God pounded home to them. Mt.5:17-19.
3. People need preaching against sin pounded home to them. Rom.3:10-23.
4. People need the gospel of Christ pounded home to them. Rom.1:14-16. 

5. It should be made personal. Gal.2:20.  

III. Pounding Home the Truth on the Pavement.  

1. We need more than Bible thumping from the pulpit.  Phil.3:17-19.
2. We need more than Bible thumping in the pews.  1Thess.1:7-8. 
3. We need more out reach and pounding home the truth in our community.  Matt.22:9-10, Lk. 14:23.  
4. It should be made present.  Acts 24:24-25. 26:27-29. 2Cor.6:1-2.  
Conclusion:  Not everyone is at the same place in their spiritual lives.  It is good to try and understand where to begin.  It is always good to start at the beginning.  God is real and God has spoken.  The 66 books of the ‘received text’ is the full and complete revelation of God to man.  We have this canon in the King James Bible for the English speaking people of the world.  The Law of God is holy, just, and good.  We have sinned and come short of the glory of God.  The wages of sin is death but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Confess you sin and your need of salvation and by the grace of God, repent and believe the gospel and be saved.  Come now by faith.  AMEN.
