Powerful Church Outreach
2Tim.4:1-5.   Pray.

Every true New Testament Congregation of the Lord Jesus Christ should desire to be used of God to reach souls in not only the entire world but especially where they are.  We should take time to examine our ministry, and see how we are doing and what we can do better.  The text is a very well known passage.  It is often the charge in special services of ordination and organization.  Christ is coming back in the air soon and all the true believers shall stand before Him and give an account of their service after salvation.  He shall judge the quick at His appearing. 2Tim.4:1. Do you not desire a better testimony when that day arrives?  I want the power of God resting on this local church in such a magnificent way that we can be a powerful force for good and for the salvation of souls in Tacoma, WA and a mighty lighthouse lifting up the truth of God in this place.  We already know how to do it but let us remember for a few minutes what it takes to have a Powerful Church Outreach.  (5 points)
I. POWER COMES TO US WHEN WE PREACH THE WORD.  2Tim.4:2. 
1. A Powerful church exorcises the truth at all times (good & bad).  V.2. 
2. A Powerful church emphasizes scripture with the love of Christ.  V.2. 
3. A Powerful church exhorts with longsuffering.  V.2. 
4. A Powerful church endures sound doctrine. V.3.  
5. A powerful church exposes fables.  V.4.  
II. POWER COMES TO US WHEN WE PRAY.  2Tim.4:5.  
1. Let us watch and pray in all things. Lk.21:36.
A. Remember the ACTS of prayer.  Matt.6:9-13. 
(1) Adoration:  Our Father in heaven, hallowed be thy name.

(2) Confession:  Forgive us our debts as we forgive our debtors.

(3) Thanksgiving:  Thy will be done.  He does all things well. 

(4) Supplication:  Give us this day our daily bread. 

III. POWER COMES TO US WHEN WE PERSEVERE. 2Tim.4:5. 
1. Let us endure afflictions.  2Cor.1:3-7.  God’s grace is sufficient. 
A. Our God is the Father of mercies.
B. Our God is the God of all comfort.

C. Our God is our consolation continually abounding by Christ.

IV. POWER COMES TO US WHEN WE POUND OUT THE GOSPEL. 2Tim.4:5.
1. Let us do the work of evangelism.  Acts 20:20-27. Rom.1:16.  1Cor.15:1-4.

A. The Gospel is profitable. Acts 20:20.
B. The Gospel is to be preached publicly and from house to house. V.20.
C. The Gospel is to be preached to both Jews & Gentiles. V.21.
D. The Gospel teaches repentance and faith.  V.21.
E. The Gospel is the ministry we received from Christ. V.24. 
F. The Gospel is part of all the counsel of God. V.25.

V. POWER COMES TO US WHEN WE PROVE OUR MINISTRY. 2Tim.4:5.
     1.  Let us make full proof of our ministry.  2Tim.4:6-8.  
CONCLUSION:  God help us to get on fire for the LORD again and press on in faith and holiness preaching the gospel and all the counsel of God by His grace.  What are YOU willing to do?  We have all the power and authority there is to do great things for God.
