Praying Preaching and Personal Liberty
Gal.5:13.  (Pray) 

Pray for our services today and for all religious gatherings today as saints and sinners deal with the eternal will and purpose of God in their lives.  They tell me that there are at least three themes that are being taught today in various places.  First, there is “Pray for the Peace of Jerusalem Day” and I confess that I am very sympathetic to that.  God has a special love for Israel and we would do well to be the best of friends with the nation of Israel.  Second, there is “Pulpit Freedom Day” and again as a God called minister of the Gospel, my conviction is that it is God and His Spirit that is to guide and direct me in the sermons that I preach.  So, - That is who I want to listen to as I study and prepare the messages for my ministry.  Third, as a reaction to the independent conservatives of “Pulpit Freedom Day”, many mainline religious organizations are promoting “World Communion Sunday.”  This is an ecumenical thing where the focus is on people of all nations and walks of life, rich, poor, gays, lesbians, Africans, Asians, Europeans, and Americans, in global solidarity sharing a piece of bread, and sip of wine.  Reading about this last one actually gave me a sour tummy.  I am a Sovereign Grace Landmark Baptist preacher and I want to encourage you today to be busy about your Praying, Preaching and Personal Liberty according to the love of Christ as revealed in the Bible.  
1. PRAYING.  Ps.122:6-9.
A. God gave His love in Christ through Israel.  Matt.1:1. Heb.1:1-4. Jn.14:13.
B. God gave the model prayer in the Sermon on the Mount. Matt.6:9-13.
C. God gets glory when we pray in Christ’s name in church, in our closet, in school, at sporting events, and just about every where else.  
2. PREACHING.  1Cor.1:18-24. 
A. Bible preachers must preach biblical morality. 1Jn.3:4-9. 
(1) We must preach on Sin. (Truth cannot be sacrificed)
a. Politically, believers should vote for pro-life candidates.
b. Politically, we should reject R-74 this election in WA State. 

(2) We must preach on Salvation in Christ. (We are exclusionists)
a. No non-Christian religion will get you to God. 1Cor.2:2.
b. No False Cult will get you to God.  Jn.8:24.
c. No modernist liberal system in Christendom will save you.
(3) We must preach on Service according to scripture. Isa.8:20.
3. PERSONAL LIBERTY.  James 1:25.
A. God gives liberty in Christ.  Jn.8:32-36.
B. God given liberty is not a license to sin.  Gal.5:13. 

C. God gave liberty to bless our Christian fellowship.  1Cor.8:9-11. 
CONCLUSION:  We close this message praying for the peace of Jerusalem and America asking God to forgive us of our sins and grant the grace we need to turn from our wicked ways and seek His face.  We pray for the freedom to preach and proclaim the biblical moral standards in the word of God with out having our religious liberty infringed upon by a self-serving secularism and political correctness in our society.
