Repentance Brings Glory to God
Luke 15:1-32.  (Pray)

There are some great lessons in our text.  Jesus was the Master Teacher.  He often taught with parables.  (Earthly story with a heavenly meaning) We have a series of parables here with the same basic theme. (v.7, v.10, & v.32.)  Repentance brings glory to God.  It also brings joy.  Whether it is a lost sinner being saved or a backslidden saint getting right with God again, it brings joy and it brings glory to God.  According to scripture, repentance is very important.  You cannot be saved apart from repentance. John the Baptist preached it. Matt.3:1-2.  Jesus preached it. Lk.13:2-3.  The Apostles preached it.  Acts 2:38.  Repentance is something that comes as a gift from God.  Acts 5:30-31, 11:18. Repentance continues to be experienced throughout our saved mortal life – not to renew salvation (The Father-Child Relationship) but to restore our communion (Father-Child Fellowship).  All three parables in our text can be applied to both the lost person being saved and a saved person being revived.  

I.
THE PARABLE OF THE LOST SHEEP.  Lk.15:4-7.


1.  Jesus is the Good Shepherd and He is in the business of searching out and 
finding His lost sheep according to the eternal plan of God’s elective grace. 
Jn.10:11-16.  Jn.6:37-39. Jn.17:1-3, 9-10, Eph.1:4-9. 2Thess.2:13-14. 

2.  Jesus also as the Good Shepherd must at times use His rod and His staff on His 
sheep for our own good.  Psalm 23:1-6.

II.
THE PARABLE OF THE LOST PIECE OF SILVER. Lk.15:8-10. 

1.  Christ’s New Testament local Congregation is His Bride and she is like a 
woman finding treasure. This happens two ways.



A. It is a Godly thrill every time a sound true congregation of Christ sees 


the salvation of lost souls.  Think back about the times we have seen 


God’s grace shown in the saving of souls here. It will cause you to rejoice 


and give God glory.  Acts 2:41-47.


B. It is a Godly thrill every time erring brothers and sisters in the 



congregation confess their sins and determine to do right.  Every time this 


happens, it brings great rejoicing and glory to God.  Gal.6:1-3. 2Cor.2:5-8. 
III.
THE PARABLE OF THE LOST SON.  Lk.15:21-24.  


1.  Our heavenly Father is a God of grace and mercy.  Grace is when He blesses 
us with what we don’t deserve.  Mercy is when He withholds from us punishment 
we rightly deserve.  This happens in both the salvation experience and in a revival 
experience. 


A. The unsaved can bring glory to God in repentance.  



Lk.5:31-32. 24:44-53.  2Cor.7:9-10. 


B. The saved can bring glory to God in repentance.



2Tim.2:24-26. Lk.17:1-5.  


C. The Lord’s Congregations can also bring glory to God in repentance. 



Rev.2:1-5. 

Conclusion:  Repentance and Faith in the salvation experience is a once and for all thing but as believers, we continue to grow in grace and to change for the better in faith and holiness.
