Psalms 36:1-12.   Pray.

This is a song written by David the servant of God and given to the Chief Musician.  There is no doubt that it was meant to be a part of the worship services in God’s House.  It describes the deplorable state of the wicked and the wonderful excellence of God’s elective love.  One thing we want to see in it today is in verse eight where in essence, God is saying that those who put their trust in Him shall be more than satisfied.  Let us consider the topic, “Satisfaction Guaranteed.”  We will look at three points.
THE SATISFIED SINNER.  Ps.36:1-4, 12. 
1. The Fearless Sinner.  V.1.  Satisfied to not fear God.
2. The Flattered Sinner.  V.2.  Satisfied to flatter himself.

3. The Foolish Sinner.   V.3.  Satisfied to have fake wisdom and foolishness.

4. The Faithful Sinner.  V.4  Satisfied to follow evil continually and not hate it.
5. The Fallen Sinner.  V.12.  Satisfied to fall in sin and stay there forever. 

THE SATISFIED SAVIOR.  Ps.36:5-7.
1. He is Satisfied to be merciful. V.5.  His mercy endureth forever.
2. He is Satisfied to be heavenly. V.5.  His throne is in heaven.

3. He is Satisfied to be faithful.  V.5.  His faithfulness is above all.
4. He is Satisfied to be righteous.  V.6.  His righteousness is on high and low. 
5. He is Satisfied to preserve all His. V.6. Man & beast are kept by Him.

6. He is Satisfied to be loving.  V.7. We can trust the shadow of His wing.  

THE SATISFIED SAINT.  Ps.36:8-11.
1. The Believer is Satisfied with abundance. V.8. In the fatness of His house.
2. The Believer is Satisfied with drinking His pleasures. V8. By grace.

3. The Believer is Satisfied with the fountain of life.  V.9. Christ.

4. The Believer is Satisfied with the light of God.  V.9.  Christ.

5. The Believer is Satisfied with God’s kindness.  V.10. In salvation.

6. The Believer is Satisfied with God’s righteousness.  V.10. to the saved.

7. The Believer is Satisfied with humility. V.11. We don’t walk in pride.
8. The Believer is Satisfied with steadfast faithfulness. V.11. Not moved. 

CONLUSION:  When it comes to satisfaction, God is always satisfied.  He is Holy, Just and Good and He will never change.  Dan.4:35.  Rom.8:28.  When we as God’s faithful followers are consistent in our stand with God according to His word, we are always satisfied with His grace.
