Signs of Divine Life
Eph. 2:1-5.  (Pray)
This is the classic scripture for describing the life giving work of the Holy Spirit regarding salvation.  Spiritually speaking, man in his natural condition, after the fall in the Garden of Eden, is totally depraved and dead in trespasses and sins.  That is why Jesus told Nicodemus in John the third chapter, “Ye must be born again.”  As a medically train first responder, I was trained to look for certain signs of life when dealing with people that have experienced trauma or some form of medical emergency.  The two main things we look for is proper breathing and blood circulation.  If they are not breathing or have no pulse, drastic measures might be called for.  Have someone call 911 to get help on the way and start CPR immediately and continue until relieved by someone with equal training or until exhausted.  That has to do with physical life but what about spiritual life?  How can we know if someone is alive spiritually?  There are some signs.
I. SORROW FOR SIN.

1. Spiritual life is having the Spirit of God dwelling in you.  Jn.14:16-18.
2. There is a godly sorrow for sin if you have life. 2Cor.7:9-11.

3. We are all guilty of sin.  Rom.3:23, 1Jn.1:8, 
II. SANTIFICATION FROM SIN.

1. Being born again sets one apart from sin. 1Cor.6:9-11.   By faith we are washed from our sins in the blood of Christ and made new creatures in Him.  Rev.1:5, 2Cor.5:17. 
2. He sets us apart from sin in the sight of God and yet in our daily lives we also have a responsibility to live right.  2Tim.2:19-21.  

3. It is Christ that forgives our sin.  1Jn.1:9.  

III. SUPPLICATION IN PRAYER.

1. Born again believers cannot help but pray.  Gal.4:6, Rom.8:15-16.
2. We often don’t know how to pray as we should but we pray. Rom.8:26.

3. Prayer is a constant thing if you have life.  Col.1:9, 1Thess.5:17.

IV. SIMPLE FAITH IN CHRIST ALONE.

1. Our confidence is totally in Christ.  Acts 26:18, Rom.1:17, 5:1, Gal.3:26.
2. That is the secret. You must have the Spirit of Christ dwelling in you. Rom.8:1-14.  
3. Repent of your sin and by faith receive Christ as Saviour. Acts 16:31.
V. SERVICE ACCORDING TO THE SCRIPTURES.

1. Religion does not save but if you have eternal life you will desire to serve God according to His will.  Titus 3:5-8, Eph. 2:8-10.

2. After salvation there is a spiritual hunger.  1Pet.2:1-3, Matt.5:6, 

3. If alive, you will grow.  2Pet.3:17-18, Eph.4:14-15.

CONCLUSION:   There are definite signs to look for when it comes to having spiritual life.  Have you been born again?  Do you have a sorrow for sin in you heart and life?  Do you desire to be more set apart from sin and live closer to the Lord?  Do you find yourself constantly thinking about the Lord and asking for His will to be done in your life?  Do you know that Christ is your one and only hope of salvation?  Can you see that no good works can save you?  Do you hunger for the things of God and are you growing in knowledge of the Lord?  If not, stop kidding yourself.  You need Divine intervention.
