Some will fail and some will follow

2Sam.20:1-2.  (Pray)

Samuel was a great prophet of God.  He told us a lot about the early days of David, the King of Israel.  Certainly, David was a type of the Lord Jesus Christ and he was most definitely an important part of the Messiah’s bloodline.  The N.T. tells us that the things the prophets wrote were for our learning.  (Rom.15:4)  David is the King in our text and in background, he had committed his sin of adultery with Bath-sheba. (2Sam.11:3) Sin is always a problem, even if you are the King. (2Sam.12:10)  David lost a child in death (2Sam.12:18) and endured the Absalom problem (2Sam.15:10) and now he is dealing with the Sheba problem (Text).  Absalom made Amasa Chief of staff, in the place of David’s Commanding General Joab. (2Sam.17:25)  There is a lot of intrigue in this story but as it unfolds, we learn that “Some will fail and some will follow.”  We notice eight things in this story.
1. The Proposed solution.  2Sam.20:1-4.

2. The Procrastination of service.  V.5.

3. The Place of service lost.  V.6-7. (Title)
4. The Perilous signs overlooked.  V.8-10. 

5. The Prestige severed.  V.11.

6. The Pitiful scene of death.  V.12-13. 

7. The Potential slaughter averted. V.14-21.

8. The Proud servant returnes.  V.22.  
Conclusion:  Amasa had authority to do a job for the King.  He dilly-dallied around and missed his opportunity to serve.  WE have authority to work for our King Jesus.  Let us not drop the ball.  Number 1: make sure you have repented of your sin and by faith trusted Christ and Him alone as your only hope of salvation.  Number 2: follow the Lord in biblical immersion.  Number 3: find your place serving the Lord in one of His true N.T. congregations.  As a member of this church, write down the name of the 1st person that comes to your mind who needs to be save and/or added to this church.  BE HERE every time you possibly can and PRAY for them. Do what you can to get them under the preaching of the word of God.  Be a godly example for them and a good witness for the Lord to them.  Do not stop until the Lord saves them or one of you die.  Some will fail and some will follow.  AMEN.  5-86, 9-12,
