The Atonement Part 1.
Romans 5:8-11.  Pray.

Verse 11 of our text uses the word atonement.  It is the only place where this word is used in our King James Bibles.  It comes from the Greek word katallage.  That word is used three other places in the New Testament as reconciliation.  Let us consider for a few moments the atonement of Christ or His reconciliation for sinners.  We will notice five things.

IT WAS SUBSTITUTIONARY IN DESIGN.

1. Isa.53:4-6,11&12, Matt.20:28, 26:28, Jn.11:47-52, Rom.5:8, 2Cor.5:21, Gal.1:3-4, and Eph.5:2.
2. Christ died in the place of hell deserving sinners.  

IT WAS JUST AND MERCIFUL IN EFFECT.

1. Mercy – YES!  But not at the expense of Justice.
2. 1Jn.1:9, 1Pet.3:18, 2:24, Rom.3:24-26.

IT WAS REDEEMING IN NATURE.

1. Rev.5:9-10, Gal.3:13, Titus 2:14, 1Pet.1:18-20, Acts 20:28, 1Cor.6:19-20.
2. People living in sin can boast of not part in Christ.  Redemption makes things different.
IT WAS INFINITE IN POWER.

1. All saving power is in the Gospel of Christ.  Rom.1:21, 1Cor.15:1-4.  Jesus is God. Jn.1:1. He was able to suffer innumerable eternities in hell for us on the cross of Calvary.
2. He paid for all the sins of His people on the cross.  Matt.1:21, 27:45-54. 

IT WAS PARTICULAR IN APPLICATION.

1. In other words, it is limited to whom it applies.  Jn.10:15, 15:13-16,17:5-11.
2. However, it is unlimited in power.  Jn.3:16, Rev.22:17, Rom.10:12-13.
3. Lord willing, next time we will consider how in all these things, Christ is the perfect Saviour of the world.

CONCLUSION:  Jesus is mighty to save.  Salvation is always an active thing on the part of God but a passive thing on the part of man.  God is the actor and man can only receive it.  There is no other way to be saved.  Not all will be saved.  Many will die in their sins.  It need not happen to you.  Repent and believe the gospel.  AMEN.  7-83, 3-87, 6-88 Ontario, 6-95, 3-13.
