The Body of Christ

Col.1:18.  (Pray)

There is a lot of confusion in Christendom about the Body of Christ but God is not the author of confusion.  Let’s consider it from a biblical point of view.  The words church and body can be used generically, speaking of one such thing as representative of all others that are like it.  A Bible example of this is in Eph.5:23 where the husband and the wife are used this way.  It is not that there is one universal invisible husband or one universal invisible wife, but there is a Bible principle being taught here that applies to each and every husband and wife.  There is no reason to redefine the terms husband and wife.  The basic meaning remains the same in the example.  With this in mind, let us consider four things from God’s word.

The Body of Christ is clearly described as a congregation.

The Body of Christ is different from the Kingdom and Family of God.
