The Christ of All Things
Matt.11:27-30.  (Pray)

The Christ of the Bible is all in all and all men everywhere are urged to come to Him.  He is the one that can give rest for your soul.  All ye that labor - look to Him.  He is the King of the universe but He comes to us in meekness and in a lowly heart.  Everyone that has ever taken on the yoke of Christ has learned that His burden is light.  What a wonderful Saviour we have in Christ Jesus our Lord.  In addition to all these things, the first phrase in our text is also worthy of some thought.  Jesus said that all things were delivered unto Him by the Father.  Let us think for a few moments about “The Christ of All Things” and simply consider three things about that.
I. CHRIST IS THE CREATOR OF ALL THINGS.
1. He created everything we see out of nothing.  Jn.1:1-3.  Col.1:16-17. Heb.1:1-2. Heb.2:10.  Rom.11:36. Rev.4:11. 
2. He creates spiritual life in the heart of all true believers. Jn.3:5-8, 35-36.      5:20-24. 16:13-15.  

II. CHRIST IS THE REDEEMER OF ALL THINGS.

1. He purchased us by His blood.  Heb.9:22-28.  Jn.6:51-58. Rom.3:24-26. Rom.5:8-9. Eph.1:6-7. Col.1:12-14. Acts 20:28.  
2. He is coming again as Redeemer to set all things right.  Rom.8:22-23. Eph.1:12-14.  
III. CHRIST IS THE HEIR OF ALL THINGS.

1. He is the owner of all things that were created in this world.  (Sin is not a creation of God and Christ.  Sin is an origination of Lucifer [Ezk.28:14-15, Isa.14:12-15] but even our sins were borne by Christ and totally paid for at Calvary) Matt.11:27. Jn.16:15. Rom.8:15-17.  
2. He gives all things to His children who ask with the prayer of faith. Matt.21:22. Rom.8:31-32. 
3. He authorizes His congregations to teach His all things. Matt.28:20.

4. He hath done all things well.  Mk.7:36-37.

CONCLUSION:  The all things of God are totally in the hands of Christ and in His absolute control.  He is the one that makes all things work together for good to them that love God.  Look at Rom.8:28.  Who are the lovers of God?  They are those that are called of God according to His eternal purpose in elective grace.  They were loved before time and marked to be made into the image of the Son of God.  Hear ye the word of the Lord today and repent of your sins and by faith, receive the Lord as your very own personal Saviour. Come and take a stand with Him and His people by His grace.   AMEN.
