The Faithful and the Fussy
1Sam.3:1-21.  (Pray) 

We have all heard sermons on the call of God and obeying the voice of the Lord.  Let us consider for a few moments how God’s people hear and obey God.  Usually our brethren in both the O.T and N.T. were faithful to hear and obey but in modern times, people are generally fussy followers.  As we think for a few moments about the Faithful and the Fussy, we will consider three things.  
THE OLD TESTAMENT EXAMPLE.  


1.  Samuel was a faithful follower.  1Sam.3:10.

2.  Ignorant but obedient.  V.4-9.


3.  Faithful even when the flesh was weak.  V.15-18.


4.  There was not doubt among others of his calling.  V.20.

THE NEW TESTAMENT EXAMPLE.


1.  Matt.4:18-22.  Peter, Andrew, James and John were faithful. 

2.  Matt.9:9.  Matthew was faithful to follow also and so were all 12 Apostles. 

Matt.19:27-28. The Apostles will have special places of authority over the nation 
of Israel in the millennial kingdom.


3.  The ideal biblical example is - Hear and Obey. 

THE  MODERN EXAMPLE.  


1.  Are YOU a good example?  Can you name one?  

2.  Sad to say the norm today is – Fussy Followers.


3.  Go ye – who me? Yes, YOU – Why me?  


4.  Matt. 19:16-26.  Many are not real true followers today.  


5.  Many are trying to follow afar off.  Matt. 26:57-75. 


6.  Many today cannot endure sound doctrine.  Jn.6:65-55.  2Tim.4:3. 

CONCLUSION:  Let us endeavor to be a Faithful follower not a Fussy follower.  There can be serious doubts about the fussy follower’s salvation.  A Faithful will always have a powerful testimony for his Lord.  Is God calling you today?  Would you come for salvation?  Would you come for biblical immersion?  Would you come for membership on the Lord’s congregation?  Say yes to God right here and right now, immediately!  Amen, that is the message.  12-83, 10-95, 3-12.
