The Finger of God
Ps.8:1-9.  (Pray)  v.3b.  “the work of thy fingers” 

This is a great Psalm, which magnifies the glory of God by the work of His Divine fingers.  He created the heavens by the work of His fingers - not by His hands – not by the strength of His right arm – but by the work of His fingers.  Picture that in your mind’s eye if you can.  God can do with His little finger what no one else can do in all of creation.  (Ex.8:16-19)  When the finger of God is at work, the heart of man does one of two things.  It either becomes submissive to God’s will or it hardens and rebels even more.  My prayer is that as we think on this, we would yield to the touch of God today for the better.  Consider The Finger of God in three places.
God’s finger in the law.
     1.  Ex.31:18, 32:15-19, and 34:1-9.
     2.  Blessings are missed because of sin, but God is faithful, longsuffering & merciful.  
     3.  What is written by the finger of God, does not change. 
God’s Finger in the Prophets.  

1. Dan.5:1-9, 13 and 17-31.
2. True Prophets of God are 100% accurate.  Their words are recorded for us in the Bible.  Do not follow anyone else.  2Pet.1:21. 

3. Only the Bible has the power and authority of God behind it.  2Tim.3:16-17.  
God’s Finger in the New Testament.  

1. Mk.7:31-35.  Jesus is God.  His miracles were of God.
2. Lk.11:14-20.  It is an accredited fact that the Kingdom of God has come to man.  It happened under the ministries of Christ and His Apostles, once for all and shall be consummated at Christ’s 2nd coming and the Millennial Kingdom. 
3. Jn.8:1-11.  God knows our hearts.  Yes, He can forgive our sins.  When He does that, He bids us – Go and sin no more.  
Conclusion:  The Bible is the work of God’s finger.  Let us be faithful to hear it, to believe it, and to practice it in our daily lives.  Do not look for a touch from God’s finger through anything other than the ministry of His word.  If you are unsaved, we have good news for you.  Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures.  He was buried and rose again the third day that we might stand before God just as if we had never sinned.  Repent and believe the gospel.  Trust Christ NOW!
