Our topic today is “The Lamb of God” taken from verse 29 of our text.  The blood of the Lamb is the scarlet thread that runs all through the Bible from Genesis to Revelation. 2. THE LAMB TYPIFIED.  Gen.4:4-5, Eph.5:2.



The Altars, Tabernacle and Temple all pointed to Christ.  

3. THE LAMB PROPHESIED.  Gen.22:7-8.



God will provide according to Gen.22:14 that is one of the names of God. 
4. THE LAMB PERSONIFIED.  Isa.53:3-7.



See His human characteristics and especially His suffering.

5. THE LAMB IDENTIFIED.  Jn.1:29.  



V.1 He is the Word and God. V.3 Creator. V.4 life and light. V.14 Flesh. 

6. THE LAMB MAGNIFIED.  Rev.5:8-12.



Worthy is the Lamb.

7. THE LAMB GLORIFIED.  Rev.21:22-23.
