The Lordship of Jesus Christ.
Mark 1:1-3.   Pray.

We want to consider the Lordship of Christ for a few moments in this message.  As we know from our biblical studies, the writers of the Bible were inspired by God to write the very words they wrote.  Mark tells us in our text that from the very beginning of the good news of Jesus Christ, it was established that He is Lord.  When the forerunner of Christ came preaching of the coming of Christ, he did not say prepare for the coming of some wimp with no power or authority.  No!  He said, “Prepare ye the way of the Lord.”  THAT is how Christ is to be recognized.  His name is Jesus, His Person is the Son of God, and His title is Lord.  We will keep the message down to two main points.  First; The Lordship of Christ was the main thing on the hearts of New Testament believers.  Second; the Lordship of Christ is missing in modern so-called Christianity.  
Christ’s Lordship was the main thing on the hearts of N.T. believers.
1. He was Lord to John the Baptist. Mk.1:3, 7-8. 
2. He was Lord to the Apostles.  Mk.1:16-20. 

3. He was Lord, by the way, even to evil spirits. Mk.1:23-24, 3:11.
4. He was Lord of the Sabbath.  Mk.2:27-28.

5. He was Lord to the healed demoniac. Mk.5:18-20.

6. He was Lord to the Syrophenician woman.  Mk.7:26-28.

7. He was Lord to the father of the son with the dumb spirit. Mk.9:17,21-14.

8. He was Lord to the blind man.  Mk.10:51-52.

9. He was Lord even after He ascended on high. Mk.16:19-20.

A. Note.  He is Lord in heaven and everywhere His followers go on this earth working with them. He is the “I AM.” (omnipotent, omniscient and omnipresent with all the other divine attributes.)  
B. Note.  He is Lord even if your bible does not have these verses in it and if that is so, lay it on the shelf with all your other man made books and get yourself a real Bible that is translated from the “received text.”
C. Note.  He is Lord in many other places in the N.T. than these few in the smallest of the four gospels.  

D. Note.  He is Lord to all true believers today.  We do not tell the Lord where to go or what to do.  We do not dictate to the Lord nor negotiate with the Lord.  We do not set conditions for the Lord saying I will do this if you will do that.  Sometimes I wonder who we think we are.  We act as if all we have to do is snap our fingers and our little god will come running to obey our will.  That is not the God of the Bible.  The God of the Bible is Lord.  Let me say it as emphatically as I can, “Jesus Christ is Lord!”  
Christ’s Lordship is missing from modern so-called Christianity.

1. Modern Christianity knows not the one revealed to Zacharias. Lk.1:13-17.
2. Modern Christianity does not magnify the Lord like Mary did. Lk.1:38,46.

3. Modern Christianity celebrates the birth of baby Jesus but they do not worship the Lord on the Lord’s Day.  No, the important thing is - are you on Santa’s naughty list or are you on his nice list. Anna did not think that way in New Testament times.  Lk.2:36-38. 
4. Modern Christianity is filled with pampered self-centered narcissists who are lords to themselves and will not have this man to rule over them. Lk.14:25-33. 

5. Modern Christianity needs a Lord that will change idle curiosity into a life changing salvation experience. Lk.19:1-10.
6. Modern Christianity is fearfully ignorant of Christ. 1Cor.12:3.  

7. Modern Christianity has manufactured an idol for their religion but Christ is Lord of both the dead and the living and even Christ rejecters shall one day bow before Him and finally acknowledge that He is Lord. 2Tim.4:1. and  Phil.2:9-11.  
Conclusion:  Ladies and gentlemen, God is God.  His name is Jesus in the New Testament and He is Lord.  He is the creator and sustainer of the universe.  When will we learn that we are not the ones in control in this world?  How often must we hear words like - You failed the test.  We have to lay you off.  You have cancer.  Sorry, you have insufficient funds.  Your loved one is gone.  Access denied.  The price has gone up.  Take a number.  We hired another applicant.  Your candidate lost the election.  Your benefits are terminated.  I know you have heard some of these words before and can probably think of many more like them and on and on it goes.  We are not the master of our destiny.  We are hell-deserving sinners and the only thing that can save us is the gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ.  Only the precious blood of Christ can wash away our sins. Not by works of righteousness which we have done but according to his mercy he saved us. He will have mercy on whom he will have mercy.  Eph.2:8-10.  AMEN..
