The Power of His Resurrection
Phil.3:10.   Pray.
We recently studied a series of lessons on the powerful apostolic sign gifts.  The Apostle Paul had a lot to say about the gifts.  Paul was a special Apostle to the Gentiles. Our text is a quote from Paul to a local gentile congregation in Philippi. Everywhere the New Testament preachers preached, the heart core of their message was always the power of the resurrection of Christ.  If He is not risen then we are not saved and cannot ever be saved.  Let us consider a couple of things about the Power of His Resurrection.  

PAUL KNEW ABOUT THE POWER OF HIS RESURRECTION.  

1. Paul was a converted skeptic.  Acts 7:58-60, 8:1-3, 9:1-20, 22:3-15, 1Cor.15:9, Gal.1:13.  We see several things in Paul’s conversion. 
2. Paul was humbled in salvation by the power of the resurrection. Acts 9:5.
3. Paul was submissive by the power of the resurrection. Acts 9:6.

4. Paul was able to pray right by the power of the resurrection. Acts 9:11.

5. Paul was obedient in baptism by the power of the resurrection. Acts 9:18.

6. Paul was a preacher of Christ by the power of the resurrection. Acts 9:20.

7. Paul confounded the enemy by the power of the resurrection. Acts 9:22.
8. Paul was bold in the Lord by the power of the resurrection.  Acts 9:27.

PAUL SAW WITH HIS OWN EYES THE RESURRECTED LORD JESUS.
1. The Power of the Resurrection brings drastic changes. Phil.3:4-11.
2. The Power of the Resurrection brings predestinated sonship. Eph.1:5. 

3. The Power of the Resurrection brings an inheritance. Eph.1:11.

4. The Power of the Resurrection brings hope and riches of glory. Eph.1:18. 

5. The Power of the Resurrection is the power of God.  Eph.1:18-23. 
6. The Power of the Resurrection is for believers.  Eph.2:1-6. 

7. The Power of the Resurrection brings salvation by grace. Eph.2:8-10.  

8. The Power of the Resurrection reveals the mystery of the church. Eph.3:1-21.
CONCLUSION:  No other N.T. writer gave as much truth about grace and the church as Paul.  He was an unlikely candidate because he was groomed to be a Pharisee and was steeped in his religious traditions, but the Power of the Resurrection made the difference.  Even the Apostle Peter acknowledged the divine inspiration that was upon Paul in 2Pet.3:15-16.  Listen to the inspired scriptures on the Power of the Resurrection.  It matters not what your background is.  If you have a strong religious background, you can be saved even as Paul was.  If you are ignorant and unlearned, you can be saved too. Do not think you are beyond salvation.  The power of the Resurrection can make the difference for you.  None needs to fear that the Risen One cannot transform everything about them and bring them home to glory in His time.  AMEN.
