The Strange Doctrines of Modern Salvation
Heb 13:9 Be not carried about with divers and strange doctrines. (Pray)
Here is one of the places in the Bible where the word doctrine is used in the plural.  Perhaps you are aware that when the Bible speaks of true doctrine from God, it uses the term in the singular but when the term is used in the plural, they are doctrines of men and devils and should not be entertained by true Bible believers.   Here at TLBC we preach and teach the Doctrine of Grace, the Doctrine of Christ, the Doctrine of God and we shun diverse and strange doctrines of men and demons.  With this preface in place, for the sermon today, I want to again address things regarding the Doctrine of Salvation.  As we look around the world of Christendom today we see how many things have crept in that are diverse and strange to the Biblical view point on the matter.  There are many more but let us consider briefly 5 strange things about modern salvation.
I. A STRANGE UNCONCERN ABOUT PRAYER.

1. The Saviour was a praying man. Matt.21:13, 21:22, 26:39-44, Lk.6:12. 
2. Saved people are praying people. Acts 1:14, 3:1, 6:4, 10:31, 12:5, 16:13, 16, Rom.10:1, 12:12, Eph.6:18, Philippians 4:6, Col.4:2, James 5:16, 1Pet.4:7.
II. A STRANGE UNWILLINGNESS TO SEPARATE FROM SIN.

1. The Saviour was a sanctified man. Lk.1:35, 49, 2:22-24, 3:21-22, 4:34. 
2. Saved people are sanctified people. Rom.11:16, 12:1-2, 1Cor.3:16-17, 6:19-20, Eph.1:4, 5:27, 1Pet.1:14-16, 2:9. 
III. A STRANGE REBELLION AGAINS THE LORDSHIP OF CHRIST.

1. The Saviour was Lord of all. Matt.4:10, 8:2, 5-10, 9:38, 12:8, 14:28-31, 21:3, 24:42, Lk.2:11, 24:3, Jn.20:28, Rev.17:14.
2. Saved people love, follow and obey the Lord. Acts 1:6, 24, 2:21, 36, Rom.10:9-13, 13:14, 14:9, 11, 15:30, 1Cor.1:2, Phil.2:10-11, 2Thess.3:6. 
IV. A STRANGE DISINTEREST IN THE TRUTH.

1. The Saviour was Truth Personified. Jn.1:14, 17, 4:23, 5:32-33, 8:31-32, 14:6, 16-18, 15:26, 16:13-15, 17:17-19.
2. Saved people long to be grounded in the truth. Acts 4:27-29, 1Cor.13:4-6, 2Cor.13:8, Gal.2:4-5, 14, 5:7, Eph.4:15, 25, 6:14, 1Thess.2:13, 1Tim.3:15. 
V. A STRANGE LOVE FOR THE THINGS OF THE WORLD. 

1. The Saviour Always put heavenly things first. Matt.4:8-10, 6:33, 19:28-30, Lk.2:49, Jn.6:38-40.
2. Saved people are in the world but not of the world. Jn.15:19, 17:14-16, 1Cor.2:12, Gal.6:14, Phil.2:15, Col.2:8, James 4:4, 1Jn.2:15-17.  
CONCLUSION:  Many times today what is passed off as Christianity is a strange and diverse thing compared to what the Bible teaches about true salvation.  Don’t listen to the false doctrines of men and devils about spiritual things.  Don’t listen to your own depraved heart regarding the eternal destiny of your immortal soul.  Don’t be deceived about the doctrine of salvation.  Listen to what God says in His inspired word.  We are all hell deserving sinners and we need the grace of a sovereign God to intervene for us and save us in spite of ourselves.  God the Father sent His Son to be the perfect Saviour.  Christ Died as the Lamb of God and rose again after three days and three nights in the grave.  When the gospel message of redemption in Christ is proclaimed, the Holy Spirit is still calling undeserving sinners to salvation with irresistible power.  When He calls you into the fold of God’s sheep, you will be a praying believer, separated from sin, bowing before the Lord of Glory, longing to learn more and more truth and you will love the things of God more than the things of this wicked old world.  Come to Him now.  AMEN.  8-10.
