The Word of God
Ps.19:7-11.  Pray.

A couple of weeks ago I preached a sermon that was inspired by a message by Elder Elton Wilson (now in glory) back in 1976 when I was a Student at Clarksville Baptist College.  This message is also from notes taken in the evening services on the same day as the other sermon.  The topic is The Word of God.  Pastor Wilson had three points for the message.  
THE WORD OF GOD IS POSITIVE. 

1. It is positive because it is perfect and soul winning. Ps.19:7.
2. It is positive because it is pure and enlightening. Ps.19:8. 

3. It is positive because God means what He says.  His word will not return void. 
A. The Creation is positively true. Jn.1:1-3. 
B. The Curse of Sin is positively true.  Rom.5:12, 6:23. 
C. The Calvary story is true. 1Cor.15:1-4. 1Pet.2:21-25. 
THE WORD OF GOD IS POWERFUL.

1. It is powerful in creation. When God speaks, it is so.  Gen.1:3, Heb.1:1-3.

2. It is powerful in convicting of sin.  Ps.38:1-6. Hellfire movies and scary stories will not work but preaching the word of God will convict of sin. 

3. It is powerful in conversion.  Ps.19:7-11. Preach the word. Ro.10:17, 1Pet.1:23.   
THE WORD OF GOD IS PROMISING. 

1. It is promising because it can make the simple wise. Ps.19:7-8, Ps.111:10.
2. It is promising because in keeping it there is great reward. Ps.19:9-11.

3. It is promising because it comes through no matter what. The Bride has a mansion in the heavenly city (not a cabin in the corner of glory land).
 Jn.14:1-3, Rev.21:9-27.  
CONCLUSION:   God is REAL and God has SPOKEN.  God does not lie.  We have the revealed will of God given freely to us in the received text of the 66 books of the Bible.  What the Bible says about God is true and what it says about your sin is true.  Thank God, the remedy for sin that it gives is also true to everyone that believes.  If you are not sure about the eternal destiny of your soul, you are not in good spiritual shape and I point to Christ.  Rom.6:23.  Repent and believe the gospel.  Come today rejoicing in the promising, positive powerful Word of God.  AMEN.
