The Wrath of God
Romans 1:18-25.  (Pray) 
Our text tells us very clearly that there is a terrible thing called the Wrath of God.  It really is not a pleasant thing to think about or talk about.  I much prefer preaching on the Love of God but the fact that His Wrath is real necessitates that we deal with it.  Let us consider three things about “The Wrath of God” very briefly.   
IT IS REVEALED FROM HEAVEN. Rom.1:19-20. 
1. The Holy God of the Bible is known in several ways.
A. By the Bible, the ultimate authority. Heb.1:1.-2.  
B. By nature.  Rom.1:20. 8:18-23.
C. By instinct. Rom.1:19.  
2. The Holiness of God demands morality.

A. The moral standard of God is given in His Law. 1Jn.3:4. 
B. The failure to meet His standard brings His wrath.  Heb.2:1-3. 
IT IS AGAINST ALL UNGODLINESS.  Rom.1:18.
1. Sins of commission are ungodly. Ex.20:3-17. Don’t do wrong.
2. Sins of omission are ungodly.  James 4:17.  Heb.13:16-18. Do right.  

IT IS AGAINST ALL THAT HOLD THE TRUTH IN UNRIGHTEOUSNESS.

1. Unrighteousness flows toward false religion.  Rom.1:23 & 25.  
A. Idolatry kindles God’s Wrath.  It is false worship. 1Jn.5:21.

B. Hyper-environmentalism is also false worship. Ps.33:4-12. 104:10-24.
2. Unrighteousness flows toward false morality. Rom.1:24 & 26-27.  
A. Secularism seeks to rewrite history and change values.  Isa.5:20-21.
B. Secularism leads to the vilest of sin.  Ps.12:1-8.

3. Unrighteousness can be forgiven.  Christ is the answer.  Ps.13:1-6.
A. All have sinned.  Rom.3:23.

B. The wages of sin is death.  Rom. 6:23a.

C. The gift of God is eternal life in Christ.  Rom.6:23b.  

Conclusion:  The reality of God’s wrath is one of those things that, as unpleasant as it is to deal with, must never the less be preached.  Paul said to the Lord’s true New Testament congregation at Ephesus, “I have not shunned to declare unto you the whole counsel of God.”  Jesus said in the Great Commission that His local congregation is to teach “…all things what so ever I have commanded you.”  My message today is an ultimatum - for you to flee from the wrath to come.  Eph.5:5-7.  Christ and Christ alone is the only way to be delivered from God’s wrath against sin.  Jn.3:36.  Repent and believe the gospel today and be saved for time and eternity.  AMEN.
