Things That Accompany Salvation
Hebrews 6:7-12.  (Pray)  v.9.

A Gallup pole once said that one out of three Americans is a Born Again Christian.  If that were true – things would be a whole lot different than they are.  We could turn the world upside down for Christ if that were true.  The trouble is, we have too many professed Christians who are like the man that said, “Oh, yes, I’m a Christian.  I’ve been one off and on for most of my life.”  True Christianity is not an on again off again thing.  According to verse nine in our text, there are some things that accompany salvation.  There may be more, but let us consider seven things that follow the new birth.
I. A Confession of Christ Publicly.  Rom. 10:10.  Matt. 10:32-33.  


1. We have too many artic river Christians (frozen at the mouth).  People today will stand 
up for anyone or anything – except Christ.  


2.  If God has saved you, unfurl your flag and let your light shine.  Don’t be a secret 



Disciple.  Stand up and be counted for Christ.

      II.         A Connection to a True New Testament Congregation.  Acts 2:41. 
1. Now, getting into a church won’t make you a Christian anymore than getting into 
Garage will make you a car but there IS a definite scriptural order to these things and service in a true congregation rightfully follows salvation. 

2.   Seek the right place for you to serve.  Find a congregation that is fundamental, local, visible, and that preaches from the King James on the sovereignty of God, human responsibility, separation, and the immanent return of the Lord.

     III.        A Concentrated Study of God’s Word.  1Pet.2:2-3, 2Tim.2:15, Jn.17:17 & 15:3.  
1. Should you read the Bible even if you can’t remember anything when you are done?  YES!  When you pour water through a sifter, it won’t hold the water but the water keeps it clean. 
2. D.L. Moody said, “When we pray, we talk to God and when we read our Bible, God talks to us and we ought to do most of the listening.”

IV. A Continual communion with God in Prayer.  
1. Matt.6:11, Lk.18:1, 1Thess.5:17, James 4:2, 1Jn.1:8-9.
2. (Filthy little boy early Sunday morning – his sister explained – He went to bed that way.)  We must confess our sins daily to the Lord. 

V. A Conquering of temptation and sin.  1Cor.10:13. 


     1.  There is a difference between temptation and sin.  We all experience temptation 
                   and must learn to say “Get thee behind me Satan.”  But not like the deacon’s wife 
                   who had a weakness for buying new dresses all the time…  The Devil said, “It 
                    looks good from back here too sister.”
VI. A Communication of the Gospel to Others.  Jn.15:16. 
             1.  You tell a tree by its fruit.  The fruit of a Christian is more Christians.  Prov.11:30.

VII.       A Contribution of one tenth or more in offerings to God.  1Cor.16:2. 
1. One tenth is the Lord’s.  Lev.27:30.

2. Bring it to the Lord’s House.  Mal.3:10.  

Conclusion:  Remember.  NONE of these things will get you to heaven.  They are only things that “accompany salvation”.  Before you can even think about doing these things for the Lord, you need to experience repentance and faith.  Would you turn and trust now?  11/78, 1/81, 7/82camp, 5/87, 3/94, 3/11.
