Things to do “Till He Comes”
Hebrews 10:37.  Pray.

One of the most encouraging things about Christianity is the biblical teaching of our text.  Jesus is coming again.  We do not know the exact day or hour but we know He is coming soon.  It is a sure thing and it will happen in an instant.  It may not happen for another ten years or more.  On the other hand, the New Testament instructs us to prepare for it as if it were to happen today.  The message today is not a debate on the details of the return of the Lord.  We simply want to consider seven things to do “Till He Comes.”   These seven things will deal with certain things in the life of a true New Testament believer. 
I. THE SAVIOR OF THE TRUE BELIEVER.

A. We are to look for Him. Titus 2:13.  He is the heart of eschatology.  When you find yourself being drawn into debate about the end times, go back to Him and put Him first in everything.  He is more important than everything else.  We are to look for Him “till He comes.”  
II. THE SERVICE OF THE TRUE BELIEVER.
A.  We are to occupy.  Luke 19:13. In the parable of the pounds, Jesus taught us that if He does not return immediately, we are to carry on doing His will and occupy “till He comes.”   The first thing a believer should do after salvation is to follow the Lord in biblical immersion.  The best way to occupy “till He comes” is to serve Him faithfully in a true N.T. local congregation.  
III. THE SUPPER OF THE TRUE BELIEVER.

A. We are to remember Him.  1Cor.11:23-26.  The Lord’s Supper, like biblical immersion, is an ordinance of the N.T. congregation.  After we become biblically immersed members of a true N.T. local congregation of the Lord Jesus Christ, we are to remember His death as often as the congregation takes this closed communion supper “till He comes.” 
IV. THE SUFFERING OF THE TRUE BELIEVER.

A. We are to be patient.  James 5:7-8.  Patience has to do with enduring.  We are to endure until He comes for us in the air.  In the mean time there may be some plowing, planting, and protecting our field from enemies.  God help us to bear fruit for our Lord.  Jesus is coming soon and we must endure “till He comes.”   

V. THE STEADFASTNESS OF THE TRUE BELIEVER. 

A. We are to hold fast.  Rev.2:25.  Salvation is eternal and if God has saved you, He will keep you.  1Pet.1:3-5.  In your service for God after salvation, there are things you must hold fast.  Guard your biblical immersion, if you already have it and your membership in a true N.T. congregation.  Put Christ first in all things.  Get His kind of “baptism” and serve Him in His kind of “church.”  1Cor.15:57-58. Hold fast “till He comes.”  
VI. THE SINCERITY OF THE TRUE BELIEVER. 

A. We are to be faithful.  Rev.2:10.  Sincere service to the Lord is being faithful unto death.  Sometimes good things happen to bad people and bad things just might happen to you as you take a stand for God and for truth and righteousness.  Fear not.  God always gives grace to His people where grace is needed.  If it comes to that, purpose in your heart even now to be faithful unto death for that is exactly what He did for you on Calvary.  
VII. THE STAYING OF THE TRUE BELIEVER. 

A. We are to watch for our Lord.  Luke 12:37-40.  As we said earlier, we do not know exactly when He will return but we know He is coming soon.  Blessings await those servants He finds watching for His return.  It might be -in the second or even the third watch but those that He finds watching for Him shall have blessings indeed.  Stay true to the Lord and be ye therefore ready.  Stay true to Him “till He comes.” 
CONCLUSION:  We can do these seven things in true Christian service “till He comes.”  Do not take these things for granted.  Most folks in modern Christendom will not grasp the biblical truth in some of these things we have mentioned.  The reason for that is they have embraced the dogma of generic Christianity.  To them, terms like “baptism” and “church” are entirely different in meaning from what the Bible teaches.  That is why we were careful to use the terms “biblical immersion” and “local congregation”.  We believe, according to the New Testament context, that these are more accurate. There is a vast difference between the N.T. meaning of these things and the dogma of generic Christianity.  If you are a true believer, we invite you to do these seven things in this message with us in true biblical service “Till He Comes.”  AMEN. 6-13.
