Three Great N.T. Facts

Jn.14:1-6, 15-18.  Pray.

Three of the greatest things taught in scripture are; 1. The Son of God came to this earth and ascended back to heaven.  2.  The Holy Spirit of God has come to this earth and is still here.  3.  The Son of God is coming back again to this earth soon.  Each one of these facts have great bearing on both the saved and the unsaved.  Consider for a few moments these three great N.T. facts and in particular, how they are viewed by the unsaved and the saved.  

The first great New Testament Fact.  Christ was literally here.  Jn.14:24-25.

1. What amazing condescension & matchless grace.  Jn.1:1-3,14. Phil.2:5-8. Heb.2:16-18, 4:15-16.

2. Was He received with universal praise?  No!   Jn.1:11, 15:25, 19:15, Lk.2:7.  
A. For the unsaved, this fact means Confirmed Condemnation. Jn.3:18.
B. For the saved, this fact means Secured Salvation.  Rom.8:1. 
The second great New Testament Fact.  The Holy Spirit abides with us.  Jn.14:26. 
1. Amazing grace is seen here too.  Why should He who spared not the angels that sinned be so longsuffering? 2Pet.2:4-10.
2. Thank God, His ways are past finding out and where sin did abound grace did much more abound.  Rom.8:14-16.

A. For the unsaved, this means reproof and judgment. Jn.16:7-11. 
B. For the saved, it means great comfort indeed. Jn.16:7,14:26, Heb.13:5. 
The third great New Testament Fact.  Christ is coming again soon.  Acts 1:11.
1. Jesus always does what He says He will do.  He will literally return someday soon.  Rev.22:12. 

2. His return will be in two stages.  First, He will come in the air and second, He will return on the Mt. of Olives.  1Thess.4:16-18, Zech.14:4.  
A. For the unsaved, this means tribulation, destruction and perdition. 2Thess.1:6-10.  Matt.24:21.  
B. For the saved, it means rest, reward and rejoicing. 2Thess.1:7, Rev.22:12, 1Thess.2:19.  
Conclusion:  Many marks distinguish the two phases of Christ’s Second Advent.  For today, however, the question is what do these things mean to you?  There is a line drawn between the saved and the unsaved on every point of this message.  On which side of the line are you?  Are you saved or are you unsaved?  Are you a believer or an unbeliever?  Christ is the great Shepherd of His sheep.  Has the Shepherd found you?  Could it be that you are a lost sheep?  If you confess that you are lost, take heart in the words of Jesus in Lk.19:10.  For the Son of man is come to seek and to save that which was lost. AMEN.  12-80, 6-85, 2-13.
