We are all in this Together.
Romans 8:22.   Pray.

We live in a time when people want instantaneous results.  We have Fast Food restaurants and instant this, that or the other.  We can click our mouse or touch our smart phone screen and have immediate access to what we are looking for.  People often become very agitated when they do not get what they want soon enough.  They sometimes throw childish tantrums.  Childish tantrums and all other negative human behavior are actually the result of the very first time man got instantaneous results for his action.  You know the story.  It is in Genesis 3:6-19.  We know from our own personal experiences and from our text in Romans 8:22 that the events in Genesis 3 had universal impact and we are all in this thing together.  We groan for the ultimate redemption of creation. Consider 4 points. 
The Result of Sin was instantly devastating. Gen.3:7.

1. Adam and Eve saw their nakedness and were ashamed. V.7. 
2. They attempted the first cover-up of their wrongdoing by sewing fig leaves. V.7.
3. They heard the LORD God in the garden and hid in fear and shame.  V.8. 
4. The BLAME GAME we all play so naturally started with sin.  V.9-13.  

The Result of Sin was universally devastating.  Gen.3:14-19.

1. The woman was deceived but guilty. Gen.3:16.  1Tim.2:11-14.  
2. The man failed in his duty of spiritual leadership. Gen.3:17-19. Rom.5:12. 

3. All of creation was devastated by the fall of man. Cursed is the ground for thy sake… Gen.17b-19.  Rom.8:19-22.  

The Result of sin was remedied by sovereign grace at Calvary.  Rom.5:6-11.
1. The un-regenerated man, in the flesh, cannot please God.  Rom.8:8.

2. The regenerated man is made right with God in the spirit. Rom.8:9-11. 

3. The regenerated men are the only true children of God.  Rom.8:11-16. 

    4.   The regenerated men have a thorough salvation.  Rom.8:28-39. 

The Result of sin requires Gospel Preaching for Salvation. Rom.10:6-17. 
1. All men are totally depraved sinners.  Rom.3:10-18.

2. The result of sin is death (spiritual, physical & eternal). Rom.6:23.
3. God purposed to save a people according to His sovereign good pleasure.

A. He chose them unconditionally in Christ before creation. Eph.1:3-5.

B. There were glimmers of gospel light in the gloomy story of Gen. 3.  (Notice how it was God who first called to Adam in the garden V.9.)  (Notice the proto-evangel in V.14-15.)                                                (Notice how God provided the first blood sacrifice to cover man’s sin, which was a picture of the true divine sacrifice Christ made on the cross. V.22)   

4. Christ the Son of God crushed Satan at the cross and bought His people. Matt. 1:21.  Jn.6:37, 17:5-10.  Rom.14:9. 
5. God the Holy Spirit effectually uses the word of God to call those the Father chose and the Son died for unto true salvation.  Titus 3:5. 1Thess.2:13. 
6. The salvation brought to sinful man by the triune God of grace is eternal and everlasting with no end and so on… Jn. 10:24-30. 
Conclusion:  So, yes, we are all in this together.  None of us deserves to be saved from our sins but God in His tender mercy and grace has given the free gift of His eternal Son to be the all sufficient Savior for all who will come to Him in repentance and faith, trusting Him and Him alone as their only hope of salvation.  Even inanimate creation is groaning for the second coming of Christ, according to our text in Rom.8:22, but sadly – most of humanity seem to prefer going out into eternity without Him.  Do not let that be YOU.  We are all in this together but there is a way out that is wonderful.  Come and go with us.  We beseech you in Christ’s stead, be ye reconciled to God.  AMEN.
