What Christians get out of Life

1Cor.15:19.  (Pray)

A question often asked in all areas of life is, “What’s in it for me?”  Our text indicates that when it comes to faith in Christ, there are some things that the believer has coming to him and without them, we would be more miserable than Christ rejecters in the end.  For example, if there is no resurrection, our Christian life and faith is in vain.  1Cor.15:16-18.  It gets down to whether the word of God is true or not.  Contrary to popular opinion, there is more to life than the here and now.  Christians have an inheritance in the here after that is steadfast and sure. That is where we look for greater blessings than this life can offer but we do also have things coming to us in this life as we wait for our eternal inheritance. We get grace in afflictions.  Ps.34:19.
1. Grief comes for Christians like everyone else but we have the Lord too. 
 Jn.16:33, James 5:10-11, Rev.1:9.

2. Grief from persecution. 2Tim.3:11-12.  Matt.5:10.

3. Grief from sin within us Rom.7:24 & all around us 2Pet.2:7-8, Ps.119:53.

4. Grief from our Father’s chastening hand of love.  Heb.12:6-8.  

We get help from the Holy Spirit in service.  Rom.8:9.
1. The Holy Spirit directs us in our Father’s will.  Rom.8:14-15. 
2. The Holy Spirit helps us in ways we can’t even understand.  Rom.8:26-27.
We get intercession from Christ at the right hand of the Father in our weakness.

1. We have non-stop grace in Christ Jesus. Heb.7:25.  Rom.8:34. 
2. We have grace to glory in tribulations.  Rom.5:3.  

We get a perfect standing in the eyes of God in all things.    Rom.3:24.

1.  We have justification now and forever.  Rom.5:1-2. 

2.  We have justification that is total and complete in Christ.  Acts 13:39.

3.  We have justification in Christ alone.  Rom.3:24-26. 

4.  We have justification regarding the vilest of sins.  1Cor.6:9-11.  


5.  We have justification by faith.  Gal.3:11.  

Conclusion:  Christians enjoy these four things in this life and many more.  There are things like assurance from the inspired word of God, answered prayer, brotherly love and fellowship with those of godly minds and godly spirits.  However, as great as these things are in this life here and now, our greatest benefits of faith are yet to come in eternity.
