What God Can Do for You
Eph.3:20-21.  (Pray)
Let us look in God’s word and consider for a few moments how God is able to do for us what is beyond our wildest dreams.  It does not matter who you are, or where you are, or what you think about the things around you.  If you can believe, if you can trust God, there is no reason under any circumstances for you to despair.  In our text, there are at least five things to encourage us about “What God Can Do for You.”  In the rest of the Bible, there are scores of other promises from God that we can drive a stake in and hang our hat on.  I am sure that we can find at least a couple of dozen to consider in the next few moments.  
His Ability is beyond measure.  “…able to do exceeding abundantly…”

1. He Promises to be with you.  Joshua 1:9

2. He Promises to give you victory.  1Jn.5:4.


3. He Promises to be your refuge.  Ps.46:1.


4. He Promises to supply sufficient grace.  2Cor.12:9.

5. He Promises to uphold you.  Isa.41:10.

His Action is sovereign in final authority.  “…above all…”  

1. He Promises to provide for you.  Phil.4:19.

2. He Promises to renew your strength.  Isa.40:31. 


3. He Promises to settle you.  1Pet.5:10.

4. He Promises to work all things for good.  Rom.8:28.


5. He Promises to do the impossible.  Matt.19:26.

His Answer to Prayer is overwhelming.  “…all that we ask or think…”

1. He Promises to deliver you.  Ps.34:19.

2. He Promises to love you.  Rom.8:38-39.


3. He Promises to give you perfect peace.  Isa.26:3.


4. He Promises to comfort you.  Ps.23:4.


5. He Promises to help in time of need.  Heb.4:16. 

His Almighty Power is continuously working. “…the power that worketh…”

1. He Promises to draw close to you.  Ps.34:18.

2. He Promises to protect you.  Isa.43:2.

3. He Promises to give you stability.  Ps.18:2.


4. He Promises to give you hope.  Rom.5:3-4.


5. He Promises to direct you.  Prov.3:5-6.

His Adoration is praise worthy.  “…unto Him be Glory…”


1. He Promises to sustain you.  Isa.40:29.

2. He Promises to care for you.  1Pet.5:7.


3. He Promises to strengthen your heart.  Ps.31:24.


4. He Promises to be there for you.  Ps.56:9.


5. He Promises to be kind to you.  Isa.54:10.

Conclusion:  I do not know if you counted them or not but I have given you at least 30 great and precious promises from HIM that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think according to the power that worketh in us.  How can your heart not be touched?  Dear friends, these are just appetizers.  The half has not been told.  What right do we have to throw our pity parties for ourselves?  We are more than conquerors because we can do all things through Christ who strengthens us.  However, I must issue a word of caution at this point because these are particular promises.  Contrary to popular opinion, these promises are not for everyone.  I must be careful to note that these promises are for the elect of God, His people, the Great Shepherd’s sheep.  Do not think that you can go on you merry way in selfish sin and degradation and suppose that any iota of these things are meant for you.  Be not deceived.  God is not mocked.  What so ever a man soweth that shall he also reap.  The wages of sin is death but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.  The only way under God’s heaven that you can ever have any hope of claiming any of these promises is to first of all repent of your sins and by grace through faith trust the Lord Jesus Christ as your very own personal Saviour.
