Who can hear a hard saying?

Jn.6:57-60.  (Pray)

Sometimes it is hard to talk to people about the Bible, their soul and God.  The reason for this is because there are some things in the Bible that are hard to take.  This was true back in the days of the Lord Jesus Christ’s earthly ministry.  Jesus was teaching in our text on His divinity and the fact that He is the one and only way of salvation.  True salvation does not come through some cannibalistic religious ritual of some sort.  It is a matter of receiving Christ as Savior by faith and it only comes to us by the sovereign grace of God.  That was Christ’s point and even some that were carnal followers of a sort at the time; balked at this and would not go with it according to verse 66.  Thinking about that, let us consider three hard sayings that we can only see if God should grant eyes to see.  

WHO CAN HEAR THE HOLINESS OF GOD.  Isa.6:1-3.
1. God’s attributes are holy.  1Pet.1:15.
A. He is eternally holy.  Heb.9:14.
B. He is immutably holy.  Heb.6:17-20. 
C. His power is holy power.  Rom.15:13.
D. His love is holy love.  Ex.15:13.
E. He is holy in every essence of His being.  Ps.30:4. 
F. His holiness demands true hellfire judgment against sin. Lk.16:22-25. 
2. God’s name is holy. Ps.99:3.
A. The Father is holy.  Ps.89:35.
B. The Son is holy.  Heb.9:14.
C. The Spirit is holy.  Rom.1:4.
WHO CAN HEAR THE HATEFULLNESS OF SIN.  Ps.36:1-4.
1. The sinner’s life is hateful.  Tit.3:3.
2. The sinner refuses to obey God.  2Thess.1:7-10, 3:13-14.
3. The sinner will not conform to God’s word.  1Pet.4:17. Ps.36:1-4. 
WHO CAN HEAR THE HELPLESSNESS OF MAN.  Eph.2:11-12.
1. There is no hope in man alone.  Jn.6:43-45, 63-65, 66.

2. There is no hope in religion.  Tit.3:5, Gal.2:15-16.

3. There is no hope without the foundation of repentance.  Heb.6:1, Lk.13:1-5.

4. There is no hope without the gift of salvation.  Eph.2:1-10.  
CONCLUSION:    Here again we are faced with the biblical fact that God is real, He has spoken and He does not lie.  He is holy and we are sin.  Everything we do is sin even at our best.  What is ordinarily considered good – if we offer it to God, it is polluted by our filthy sinfulness.  Our only hope of salvation is to fall back on the mercy and grace of God and trust Him by faith.  2Cor.5:17-21, Rom.5:1-6.  Amen.  ’78, 7-85, 8-12.
