

















. What ages attend each camp?

Junior camp serves ages 7-12 and teen camp serves ages 13-18. However,
6-year olds are allowed to attend junior camp with special permission, and
12 year olds are allowed to attend teen camp with special permission.

. What isthe cost of camp and what doesthisinclude?

The 2008 rate is till being calculated. Camp Hickory has increased their
rates by about 20%, so we are exploring cost-cutting options that will keep
our registration fees down. The registration cost of camp covers all camp
meals and activities. It does not cover acamp T-shirt, camp video, or ex-
tra snacks which are sold at camp. We suggest that campers bring $30-
$40 for these extras.

. How areyou ableto offer a quality camp experience at this price?

We endeavor to raise at least some of the money for our staff (who must
pay the same rate as the campers), so that each camper’s registration fee
goes straight to lodging, food, and programming. We attempt to run a
break-even event, so as to keep costs as low as possible.

. How do | apply to camp?

Simply fill out an application and provide a $20 non-refundabl e deposit,
made payable to “ Church of God Youth Camp.” You will receive a
confirmation letter in the mail.

. Can | fax my application?
No. Faxed applications will be disregarded until deposit is received.



. When is payment due for camp?

A $20 non-refundable deposit is due with each application. The final
balance is due the first day of camp at the registration table.

. How do | volunteer to be a camp counselor?

Simply fill out the camp counselor application. Please note that if you are
anew volunteer, we will run your name through a criminal background
checking system. We reserve the right to reject any worker application for
any reason. Please also note that our staff list fills up quickly, and each
year we must turn volunteers away who apply too late.

. What doesit cost to volunteer asa camp counselor ?

Nothing. However, you will want to bring $30-$40 for snacks, a camp T-
shirt, etc.

. What isa camp counselor’sjob description?

Each pair of counselorsis assigned to a cabin of 15-20 campers who they
lead in every activity. Counselors are full participantsin all aspects of
camp, including recreation, group challenges, and worship. Counselors
also lead their cabin in group devotions each night.

10. Istheretraining provided for camp counselors?

Yes. Each counselor isrequired to attend a 2-3 hour training session the
first day of camp. Thistraining session will help you understand your
role, the vision of the camp, and the camp schedule.

11.What if | volunteered last year and went through the training?

You are still required to attend the training.



12.What isthe daily schedule at camp?

The daily schedule of teen camp includes a group Bible study and athletics, art, and
ministry electivesin the morning. After lunch teens choose a study elective, then en-
joy swimming and group games. Evenings consist of aworship service and anightly
“fun time” which includes games and viewing an edited video of the day’ s activities.
The junior camp scheduleis similar, except crafts are substituted for electives.

13.Whereis Camp Hickory located?

Camp Hickory is conveniently located in Ingleside, IL. From 1-94, exit east on
Belvidere Road (Highway 120). Take Highway 120 past the 134 split to Wilson Road
and turn right. Turn left on Nippersink and Camp Hickory is on your right. Download
amap at www.camphickory.com.

14.What are Camp Hickory’s accommodations like?

Y ou can view pictures of Camp Hickory on their website: www.camphickory.com.
The camp includes 20 cabins that sleep 20-25 each, alarge dining facility, a state of
the art chapel with sound and projection system, meeting rooms, 2 full outdoor basket-
ball courts with fiberglass backboards, 2 sand volleyball courts, soccer field, softball
field, large pool with diving board, hiking trails, campfire pit, and more. The campis
laid out in a compact way so that campers can be easily supervised, and the boys and
girls cabins are on opposite sides of the property.

15.What do | need to bring to camp?

Camperswill be lodging in acabin and will need either a sleeping bag or bedding
sized for asingle bunk mattress. The cabins are well maintained but do require
separate bathhouses. Therefore campers should bring their own towels, shower shoes,
soap, toiletries, bug spray, and sun block. Also, don’t forget snack & t-shirt money
($20-$30 should be plenty to get you through the week), and a swimsuit. Two changes
of clothes per day istypical —adaytime set for recreation, and an evening set for
worship. All campers are required to bring a Bible. No campers should bring portable
music players, fireworks, or cell phones.




16.Will junior camper s beresponsible for their own money?

No. At registration, parents can exchange money for punch-cards that the
camp store keeps for the children.

17.What isthe meaning of thisyear’s camp theme?

This year we will take students through the ministry of Jesus by
experiencing 7 encounters that everyday people had with Christ in the
gospels. Students will leave Camp Hickory with a solid understanding of
(1) the pattern of Jesus’ ministry, (2) what the gospels are all about, and
(3) how encountering Jesus brings about a transformed life today.

18.Will camperstravel off campusfor any events?

Teen campers will travel off campus for one afternoon field trip. How-
ever, we are not printing it here because we like to surprise them. Please
contact Josh Riceif you would like to know its location. Junior campers
will not travel off the campus.

19.Arewalk-ons allowed to register?

Yes. We gladly accept all walk-ons, but they will be responsible for the
|ate registration rate and may require extratime to check-in as we work
them into a cabin.

20.What are the drop-off and pick-up times?

Teen campers should be dropped off between 3:00-4:00 on the first day of
camp. Junior campers should be dropped off between 2:30-3:30 on the
first day of camp. All campers should be picked up between 9:00-10:00
AM on the last day of camp. Note that no camper will be signed out until
his or her entire cabin is clean.
